2009 Toms River  East AAA Tournament

1) All players must have played in Minors/AAA during regular season.

2) All players present will be entered into the batting order (no changes allowed). NO SPECIAL RUNNER ALLOWED.
3) Each player must play at least 2 innings in the field.  Open substitutions permitted. 
4) 10 run Mercy Rule after trailing team has batted in fourth inning.

5) In event of a weather shortened game, game will be official after trailing team has batted in fourth inning.

6) All games will continue until a winner declared, no ties.

7) No wooden bats are allowed.

8) Twelve year olds may pitch but all pitchers are subject to Little League Tournament guidelines shown below:
11-12 85 pitches per day

9-10 75 pitches per day

Exception: If a pitcher reaches the limit imposed above for his/her league age while

facing a batter, the pitcher may continue to pitch until any one of the following conditions

occurs: 1. That batter reaches base; 2. That batter is put out; 3. The third out is

made to complete the half-inning. Note: A pitcher who delivers 41 or more pitches

in a game cannot play the position of catcher for the remainder of that day.

e. Pitchers league age 14 and under must adhere to the following requirements:

• If a player pitches 46 or more pitches in a day, two (2) calendar days of

rest and a game (see f. below), must be observed.

• If a player pitches 21 to 45 pitches in a day, one calendar day of rest and

a game (see f. below), must be observed.

• If a player pitches 1 to 20 pitches in a day, no rest is required.

9) Both managers must fill out pitching affidavit at end of each game showing 
date, name of pitcher, number of pitches thrown and rest required.  Affidavit to be signed by both managers prior to leaving field of play.

Affidavits will be distributed at Manger meeting. Failure to submit affidavit information will result in maximum rest requirements for pitcher(s).
10) Manager and two coaches allowed in dugout.  One coach must record                 

scorebook in dugout.

11) Pitch count to be verified each half inning.  In event of discrepancy, home 

team book shall be used.

      13) Home team to be determined by coin toss at game site.
Unless specifically stated above, Little League Tournament Rules will apply.

SAFETY

a. WEATHER – Upon hearing thunder, or seeing lightning, game play or practice MUST suspend immediately.  

b. ALL players, managers, and coaches must clear the field and seek shelter at the Little League Building, or in vehicles. 

c. NO ONE may seek shelter in the dugouts. 

d. The game or practice, may resume 30 minutes after the weather has cleared if the fields is determined to be playable.
