If your son or daughter loves to play, we’d like to to get  them off on the right (& left) foot.

We want to provide an opportunity for kids to continue playing and developing their skills and love of the game.  Our focus at this age is on individual skill development, agility skills, small sided games and having fun so kids can develop a passion for the game.  Our U8 boys and girls teams play in the spring in the Back Mt Development League. This gives players an introduction to travel soccer. Games are on Sunday afternoons starting in April and we get 4 home and 4 away games.  Last spring, since we had a lot of boys sign up, we did not enter the league, but we trained 2 days a week and got together at S Abington on Sunday and had enough to play our own games without having to travel.
