ATLANTIC COAST ELITE BASEBALL LEAGUE
2009 RULES AND REGULATIONS
Atlantic Coast Elite League known as the ACEBL will enforce the following rules, regulations and code of conduct:
1) The ACEBL will use The America League Rules and strictly enforce the use of wood bats and designated hitter as in the American League.

2) The ACEBL is an affiliate of the American Amateur Baseball Congress (AABC) and conforms to all AABC White Book Rules regarding registration forms.

3) The ACEBL is divided into 3 age groups: 18U America, National and Conference – 17U: American & National and 15U also has 2 divisions American and National.
4) Only players residing in the North Atlantic Division are eligible to participate according to the AABC Regional make up of the North Atlantic Division: Connecticut, Maryland/Delaware, Massachusetts, New Jersey, New-Metro, New York Federation, New York Upper, Pennsylvania and Rhode Island.

5) Players must play a minimum of 5 games in the ACEBL to be eligible to be drafted by another ACEBL team.

6) Residency rule will be in accordance with the ABC Connie Mack White Book Rule. Players must show permanent residency by May 31, 2009 with the ACEBL Northeast Regional area. The following exceptions will be made: if a team has players from outside the country or northeast (ACEBL Region) the following rules will be enforced:  
a. Games played by any ACEBL team against the team shall not be counted for the purpose of determining division representative.

b. The team shall not be eligible for the ACEBL playoffs.

c. All games scheduled by ACEBL teams against the team shall be secondary to ACEBL games necessary for qualification for the ACEBL Sectional or AABC Regional Tournament.
7) Team may play minimum 10 games within their conference to qualify for tournament play. Teams play each division opponent 2 times. Commissioner has final say 10 game minimum, due to forfeits/weather.

8) Forfeits will only count with the permission of the Commissioner; excessive forfeits will not be tolerated nor counted as wins. Teams will be surcharged the amount of loss in reverse to team forfeited to

9) Teams must submit following by March 21. 2009: Organizational Profile’s, coach’s form and league fees.

10)  Teams must submit the following by May 18, 2009: approved schedule, Certificate if Insurance and field directions.

11)  Teams must submit a signed roster by July 1, 2009, the roster may not exceed 19 ACEBL players; final roster signed by July 15, 2009.

12)  6 or 8 team AABC bracket tournament rules apply in accordance with AABC White Book. There will be no exceptions from this book; tournament brackets will be set by July 13, 2009.

13)  Tournament teams must disclose drafted players on their updated roster in accordance with the White Book Rule 7 A, C & D.

14)  Tournament teams that decline not to participate in the ACEBL Tournament will be automatically disqualified from the ACEBL for one year. If the ACEBL is notified by no later than July 13, 2009 then there will be an exception to Rule # 13.
15)  All tournament teams must attend a pre-tournament meeting designed by the Commissioner and the Tournament Director. The 2009 meeting will be held the Wednesday prior to the tournament at the host field: 18U, 17U and 15U Richmond County Baseball Complex.

16)  All tournament teams must have the following at the ACEBL pre-tournament meeting:
Game by game scorebook for season 

Current Roster
Birth Certificate or AABC alternative

17) All game results must be submitted by e-mail or fax 973-305-5502 to Commissioner. The ACEBL established a web-scoring link – go to www.acebl.org, click on GAME RESULTS, winning team has 1 week to submit win, the webmaster will not accept scores after 1 week.

18)  All wins count as 2 points and a tie will count as 1 point.

19) The ACEBL Tourney will be played at various sites predetermined by the ACEBL. The host team must appoint a tournament director who will be responsible to uphold all tournament rules & regulations as well as have an independent score keeper to keep score at each game.

20) Tournament Host must supply 2 AABC registered umpires and a sufficient amount of approve AABC baseballs for every game.

21)  Host team must provide accommodations requested by the ACEBL Commissioner. The ACEBL Commissioner reserves the right to have the final say in any disputed matter. The AABC White Book 6 or 8 team bracket applies as well as weather affected short games. A ten rum mercy rule must be agreed before each game.

22)  All teams traveling must stay at the AABC pre-approved hotel coordinated with Book My Group 1-800-524-1089.

23)  Winning team must be given a regional tournament package.

24)  Umpires must be registered with the AABC National Office.

25)  ACEBL plays American League rules and not the H.S. Federated Rule Except slide to avoid.
26)  Games are 7 innings; losing team must bat 5 times to make game official
27)  All protests must be submitted to the Commissioner within 24 hours of the incident in writing along with a non-refundable check in the amount of $200 to the ACEBL.
28)  ACEBL will consult the AABC Regional Director, Angelo Cifaldi regarding the final decision of the incident.

29)  ACEBL reserves the right to place a team either in the ACEBL or any new team requesting membership to the ACEBL to any division in the ACEBL.

30)  ACEEBL reserves the right to suspend a current ACEBL team or refuse to accept new ACEBL teams solely upon the decision of the ACEBL membership committee.

31)  Playoff spots will be determined as follows:

a. 18U American 3, National 3, Host 1, Wood Bat 1

b. 17U American 3, National 3, Host 1, Wood Bat 1

c. 15U American 3, National 3, Host 1, Wood Bat 1

32)  2009 age cutoff is May 1, 2009 in accordance with AABC Whit Book.
33) 18U ACEBL winner goes to AABC Regional in Troy, New York, winner of Troy, New York goes directly to New Mexico.

34)  ACEBL 17U Division winner will go directly to 17U World Series.

35)  15U winner goes directly to AABC World Series.

36)  New AABC Regional Rule update as of January 28, 2009

1. Cannot drop players and add prior to tournament. If a player is dropped for any reason other than exceptions listed in the 2009 AABC White Book there will remain an empty slot on your roster.

2. Coach and Manager at Regional World Series must be fully uniformed.
