Alma Baseball Rules

1. A player playing in a league throughout the year can not go down and play on a younger league all-star team.

2. Alma baseball has an open league policy, which is a player can play baseball outside of league during the season. However, a player can only play in one league.

3. All Alma teams will wear league-furnished caps and shirts during the regular season.

4. Post Season-All head coaches will nominate players from their league team. Then coaches will vote on the 12 best players. (Coaches are expected to consider all players.)

     Except T-Ball and Rookie Leagues. The top 2 teams in the league’s standing will represent the league at district. There could be a cut-off date imposed for league standings if time or another reason becomes a factor.

5. During the weeks of SAT-9 Testing and Benchmark Testing, there will be NO activities (Practice or Games) after 7:00pm.

6. During practices, teams are not allowed to use the lights.

7. There will be no usage of the indoor batting cage, unless the team has prior approval from the President of Baseball. The President will have to go through the proper channels to get approval.

8. There will be NO Fighting, Alcohol Abuse, Verbal, or Physical Abuse Tolerated at any time from coaches, players, umpires, parents, or fans, at any Alma Baseball Complex. If so they are to be removed from the complex and suspended until the next board meeting. The Board will then take appropriate actions against said parties, which could include suspension for the remainder of the baseball season, which includes post season.

9. Any child who starts school early and because of his or her age is required to play with those a grade lower than his or her current grade in school will have the option to play up 1 age group to allow them to play with their classmates. Any child who chooses this option must stay with that age group throughout the season including all post season play for that baseball year. Any child who started school late cannot play down to stay with their classmates. They must stay in their age group. A child may not play up just because some of his or her classmates started school late and play in the age group above.
