Make sure your child knows that you are there because is fun for you to watch her play, not because you want to criticize her. Encourage and support the child regardless of the level of skill or time on the field. 

 

While talking to the child, stress the importance of contributing to the team, its success and support all players. 
 

Avoid putting pressure on children about playing time and performance. Instead, ask yourself what you can do to help your child to be more successful in soccer. Same time, be realistic about your child's future in soccer. 
 

Cheer, relax and let them play. Please, remember,  yelling=distraction. Also remember, they are your genes.
 

Leave coaching to coaches and do not criticize coaching strategies or team performance. If you have questions or concerns, meet with the coaches after the game or practice.
