What is the AYSA scholarship program?

This program is designed to give Anna youth from low-income families an opportunity to participate in youth sports at a free cost. This program is funded by sponsorship from local businesses, AYSA fund-raising projects and individuals.

What does the AYSA scholarship cover?

This scholarship program is made available to cover the cost of the registration fees only. All other cost incurred by participating is the responsibility of the parent or guardian (i.e. uniforms or extra equipment).

Who can apply for an AYSA scholarship?

Families who live within the Anna ISD are eligible to apply for a scholarship for their children who are 18 years old or younger. Proof of yearly income must be submitted to determine if the family’s income meets the income requirements that parallel the school lunch program – free meal set-up by the US Department of Agriculture.

Parents of a child applying for a scholarship must be members of AYSA.
∙
Must meet income requirements that parallel the school lunch program – free meal set-up by the US Department of Agriculture.
∙
If a scholarship is awarded to a child for a sport season and the child quits playing the sport, the child will not be eligible to receive another scholarship for 1 year.
∙
If a scholarship is awarded to a child for a sport season, there will be 5 hours of AYSA service work done by the parent or the child, by way of participating in fund-raisers, working in the concession stand or field work (lawn work or picking up trash).
∙
If a family has more than one child applying for a scholarship an application must be completed for each child. For each child in a family that is awarded a scholarship, the 5 hours of AYSA service is applied (for example, a family with 2 scholarshipped children must perform 10 hours of AYSA service). If a family has more than 2 scholarshipped children, the maximum amount of AYSA service performed is 10 hours.
∙
Each scholarship application will be considered on a case-by-case basis by the AYSA board. The board will be the only ones to review the scholarship application.
