Baseball Clinic
The 2012 Patriot Baseball Clinic is our twenty first year of bringing quality baseball instruction to Fox Valley Area youth.
Our clinic serves students ages 6-15 and has age-appropriate work groups of 6 to 10 year olds and 11 to 15 year olds. All participants will choose to attend one morning or one afternoon session on Sunday, April 15, 2012.

All younger participants (ages 6-10) will work and be instructed in the areas of hitting and conditioning. In addition, the participants will choose to attend one of three other areas—fielding, pitching, or catching using our indoor and outdoor practice facilities. A new format for the older participants (ages 11‑15) will include practice drills and position instruction as well as scrimmage and game situations using our outdoor practice facilities weather permitting. 

The clinic emphasis is on fundamentals in each of the areas.  We use “hands-on drills” to teach Appleton East style of baseball.  No matter what level of baseball the participant is at, the clinic will help him get ready for the upcoming baseball season.

· The first coach at Appleton East High School to win a Division I WIAA State Baseball Championship: 1996 – Team being inducted into East High School Wall of Fame in 2012
· Dan holds an overall coaching record of 298 - 227 in the Fox Valley Association through 24 seasons.

· 2005 inductee into the UW-LaCrosse Baseball Wall of Fame
· 2010 inductee into the Wisc Baseball Coaches Hall of Fame
Coach Paul Vandeurzen: This is coach Vandeurzen’s 3rd season as a varsity assistant. Coach Vandeurzen is a 1986 graduate of Kimberly HS. He and his family have lived in Appleton for the last 20+ years. Coach Vandeurzen has been involved in LL for more than 5 years, then Babe Ruth and now with the new Junior Patriot summer baseball program.

Coach Steve Johnson: This is coach Johnson’s 3rd season as a varsity assistant. Coach Johnson is a 1994 graduate of Appleton West High School where he participated in football and baseball receiving all conference and all state honors for baseball. He was recruited to play Junior college baseball down in Florida at Okaloosa-Walton CC. He finished his college career at University Wisconsin Milwaukee where he was an all conference player his Junior and Senior year as well as being named captain of the team his Senior year.  He later coached for a year at UWM during the 2000 season working with freshman and transfer players. Coach Johnson  received his BA in 1999 and is currently working in the Pharmaceutical industry as a sales rep.
Coach Jason Feucht: This is Coach Feucht’s 7th year of assisting at East High School. Coach Feucht was born and raised in Mayville, WI. Graduated from Hartford Union High School in 1991 where he attained all conference honors in baseball and football. Coach Feucht graduated from UW-Oshkosh where he played baseball for 2 years and graduated with a degree in criminal justice in 1996. Coach Feucht is a detective with the Town of Menasha Police Dept. and continues to participate in baseball leagues and does many hours of volunteer coaching in baseball, football and basketball. Coach Feucht is married and has 3 sons that will play baseball at East HS. 

****Coach Steve Maufort****: This would have been Coach Maufort’s 7th season as Head Coach of the JV team. Coach Maufort was a 1996 graduate of Seymour HS where he participated in football and baseball, receiving all-conference honors in both sports. Coach Maufort attended UW-Stevens Point where he earned his B.A. in Elementary Education. Coach Maufort continued his athletic career at UWSP as member of the football team. Coach Maufort began his teaching career in Pulaski before moving to the Appleton system for the 2005 – 2006 school year. Coach Maufort had been teaching 2nd grade at Johnston Elementary School.
Coach Ben Bloy: This is Coach Bloy’s 7th season as an Appleton East baseball coach. This is Coach Bloy’s second year as Head Coach of the Freshmen team. Coach Bloy is a 1998 graduate of Kaukauna High School where he was a three sport athlete. Coach Bloy was an All-FVA  selection in 1997 and 1998. Coach Bloy graduated from U-W Stout with a degree in Secondary Education. Coach Bloy began his teaching career in the AASD in 2003. He coaches boys basketball at Madison Middle School.
Coach Paul DeBruin: Coach DeBruin is in his 11th year of coaching in the Patriot Baseball program. Coach DeBruin is now the assistant coach of the Freshmen team. Coach DeBruin is a 1990 graduate of Kaukauna High School where he played catcher and received FVA honorable mention. Coach DeBruin attended UW-Whitewater and graduated in 1995 with a Communications & Marketing major. Coach DeBruin has coached Little League through Legion. He is also a WIAA Basketball Official. Coach DeBruin is currently employed as a Sales Rep with JJ Keller Associates. 

Coach Travis Rebman: Coach Rebman is in his 1st year coaching in the Patriot Baseball Program. Coach Rebman graduated from Appleton East in 2003. Coach Rebman attended UW-Oshkosh where he earned his B.A. in Physical Education. He is currently in his 2nd year as a regular physical education and an adaptive physical education teacher in the Appleton system. He also has coached Freshman basketball for 6 years and is currently coaching boys and girls basketball at Madison Middle School.
Conditioning Coach John Davis, CSCS: Coach Davis is a class of 1972 Appleton East Graduate. John attended Lawrence University where he earned his Bachelor of Science Degree in 1976. Coach Davis continued his education earning a Masters Degree in Exercise Physiology and a second Masters Degree in Sports Administration, both degrees from the University of Illinois – Chicago. Coach Davis was the Strength and Conditioning Coach for the Chicago Cubs from 1984 to 1992. He is now the Owner and President of Body By Davis. His specialties include personal training and Corporate Consulting on Health and Fitness issues.
