
AWSL Field Set Up – Fall 2009 - SUNDAYS
Lock Combination   Locks on all of the equipment boxes use the combination 0225.  Some locks (Virginia Highlands and Gunston) are stubborn.  You have to set the combination, push the lock’s hasp into the lock, and then pull it out.  If light is dim, bring a flashlight to read the lock numbers.
Sports Rover   The phone number for the rover is 571-238-0265.  Please call him if there are problems at any field, including pick-up players not vacating the field for your game, lights not being on, can’t open equipment box, etc.  Do not call him about referee no-shows – he can’t help with that.

SUNDAY FIELDS

Greenbrier (Yorktown)  Nets and flags should be up when AWSL teams arrive and should remain up after AWSL games.  Flags should be left set up on the field at all times.  If equipment is needed, ask the facility monitor for help.  There is no equipment box.
Virginia Highlands   The nets should remain up on these goals all season; no set up and take down should be required.  AWSL may use the flags from the equipment box if desired but must return them to the box after the last AWSL game.  The equipment box is green and located at the southwest corner of the field, by the small building.
Washington-Lee  Nets should be up on the goals on Sunday morning, left from Saturday’s ASA youth games.  The nets do not need to be taken down after Sunday games, because Arlington Travel Soccer games follow AWSL at the field.  Teams should be aware that there are nets in the equipment box if for some reason the nets are not installed on Sunday morning.  AWSL may use flags and bases that are in the equipment box.  The equipment box is gray and located at the north end of the east side bleachers.  
Quincy   ATSC installed an equipment box at this field to store the nets, flags, step ladder, and stakes.  It is a black Stanley box, located behind the backstop near the tennis courts.  
· On September 13, ATSC teams will play at Quincy after AWSL games Sunday morning.  If nets are not already up on the goals Sunday morning, AWSL teams should put up ATSC’s nets, using the nets in the equipment box.  The nets should be left up at Quincy after the September 13 games.  
· On September 20, ATSC does not play at Quincy.  AWSL teams will probably have to put up and definitely must take down nets for their games.  If nets are not up when teams arrive, use the nets in the black equipment box.  Return nets to the box after the second game.

Lock Combination   Locks on all of the equipment boxes use the combination 0225.  Some locks (Virginia Highlands and Gunston) are stubborn.  You have to set the combination, push the lock’s hasp into the lock, and then pull it out.  If light is dim, bring a flashlight to read the lock numbers.

MONDAY FIELDS
Greenbrier (Yorktown)  Nets and flags should be up when AWSL teams arrive and should remain up after AWSL games.  Flags should be left on the field at all times.  If equipment is needed, ask the facility monitor for help.  There is no equipment box.
Gunston   The nets remain up at this field all season; no set up or take down should be required.  AWSL may use the flags from the equipment box if desired but must return them to the box after the 9:15 pm game.  The equipment box is at the southwest corner of the field, closest to the street and the softball diamond.
Kenmore  There is only one game at Kenmore this fall, on October 19.  Teams must bring their own nets to put up and take down.
Virginia Highlands   The nets should remain up on these goals all season; no set up and take down should be required.  AWSL may use the flags from the equipment box if desired but must return them to the box after the 8:15 pm game.  The equipment box is located on the far (southwest) side of the field by the little building.

Washington-Lee  Nets should usually be up on the goals for the first AWSL game on Monday nights.  AWSL teams should take down nets after the second game and put them in the equipment box.  AWSL may use flags and bases that are in the equipment box if desired.  The equipment box is gray and located near the northeast corner of the field (closest to old school site).  There should be a stepladder in the box; if it is used to take down the nets, please be sure to return the ladder to the box.  
Quincy  On Mondays, AWSL has primarily single games at Quincy, so each team needs to bring one net, put it up, and take it down.  ATSC installed an equipment box there which holds a step ladder and stakes, plus ATSC nets and flags.  AWSL teams should use their own nets, not ATSC’s nets, on Mondays, unless they are desperate. Teams must return ladder and any ATSC nets, if used, to the equipment box at the end of the evening.  The equipment box is a black Stanley box, located behind the backstop near the tennis courts.
