
AWSL Field Set Up – Spring 2009
Lock Combination   All locks on the equipment boxes use the combination 0225.  Some locks (Virginia Highlands and Gunston) are stubborn.  You have to set the combination, then push the lock’s hasp into the lock, then pull it out.  It can be hard to see the lock numbers at night, so bring a flashlight and/or reading glasses (for older eyes) if needed.
In general, spring field set-up is pretty easy because the high schools are playing soccer and the nets stay up at those fields all week.  The specifics are shown below.  If you have questions, please contact Marta Cahill at 703-228-1818 or mcahill@arlingtonva.us.

A note re goal anchors:  Most of the fields now have steel anchor weights.  These are flattish discs with a hole in the middle, often in a canvas cover, and are chained to the bottom of the goal.  To be effective, the anchor weights should be at the back of the goal’s side base bars.  If they have moved toward the front, teams should move them to be back for safety.  Thank you for your help with this.
SUNDAY GAMES
Greenbrier (Yorktown)  Nets and flags should remain up at this field; no set up and take down should be required.  
Kenmore   This is the only field where AWSL will have to put up and take down nets.  There is no equipment box at Kenmore, so teams will have to provide their own nets and use the net swap system.  The goals now have weights on them and can’t be tipped over easily, so teams should also bring a stool or stepladder.  
Virginia Highlands   The nets should remain up on these goals all season; no set up and take down should be required.  AWSL Sunday games precede and sometimes follow the Bolivian Soccer League.  AWSL may use the flags from the equipment box if desired but must return them to the box after the last AWSL game.  Equipment box is green and located at the southwest corner of the field, by the small building.
Wakefield   The nets should remain up all season; no set up and take down should be required.  The goals should remain on the field and do not need to be moved before or after games.  AWSL plays first at this field on Sundays, usually followed by girls’ lacrosse.  AWSL may use flags in the equipment box but must return flags after the final AWSL game (usually the 11:30 game is the last game).  Equipment box is green and located near the tennis courts and snack bar (southeast corner). 
Washington-Lee   The nets should remain up all season; no set up and take down should be required.  AWSL may use flags and bases that are in the equipment box.  ATSC usually plays after AWSL so the flags can remain on the field after the 10:30 am AWSL game, but should be put away after any evening game.   Equipment box is gray, located near the northeast corner of the field (closest to old school site).  Teams should allow time before their games to adjust nets if necessary.  Teams may also want to check the equipment box for hammer and stakes for the nets if they feel they are needed.  Stake into natural grass only, not into synthetic turf. 
MONDAY GAMES
Greenbrier (Yorktown)  Nets and flags should remain up at this field; no set up and take down should be required.  
Gunston   The nets remain up at this field all season; no set up and take down should be required.  Flags are in the equipment box if needed and must be returned to the box after use.  The equipment box is at the southwest corner of the field, closest to the street and the softball field.
Kenmore  Kenmore   This is the only field where AWSL will have to put up and take down nets.  There is no equipment box at Kenmore, so teams will have to provide their own nets and use the net swap system.  The goals now have weights on them and can’t be tipped over easily, so teams should also bring a stool or stepladder.
Virginia Highlands   The nets should remain up on these goals all season; no set up and take down should be required.  AWSL may use the flags from the equipment box if desired but must return them to the box after the 8:15 game.  Equipment box is located on the far side of the field by the little building.

Wakefield   The nets should remain up on these goals all season; no set up and take down should be required.  The goals should remain on the field and do not need to be moved before or after games.  AWSL may use flags in the equipment box but must return flags after the game.  Equipment box is green and located near the tennis courts and snack bar (southeast corner).
Washington-Lee   The nets should remain up on these goals all season; no set up and take down should be required.  AWSL may use flags in the equipment box, but must return flags after the final AWSL game.  Equipment box is gray, located near the northeast corner of the field (closest to old school site).  Teams should allow time before their games to adjust nets if necessary.  Teams may also want to check the equipment box for hammer and stakes for the nets if they feel they are needed.  Stake into natural grass only, not into synthetic turf.
