2009-2010 Registration Details

· Families returning to AYHA pay full registration for the two oldest skaters.  If there are skaters beyond those two, only insurance (the $40 paid on-line to USA Hockey) and an administration fee of $25, to AYHA, are required for each subsequent skater. The Mini Mite season will run through to approximately mid-Feb this year and Mini Mites will NOT be required to participate in fundraising; it will be optional.
· There will be NO registration (except $40 to USA Hockey) or fundraising fee for any first-time skaters.  You would be expected to put in hours with the Association.  Activities that need workers include, but are not limited to, working concessions, games, tournaments, rink improvements, and fundraising, if you choose.  If you were previously affiliated with another hockey association in WI, or Eau Claire Parks and Rec, (above the Learn to Skate level), you would not qualify for this promotion.  Equipment is available for first-time skaters; a $50 deposit is required, the $50 will be returned after the equipment is.
· Fundraising will include two phases: Phase 1- the Operations Fundraising, of which there will be a buy-out option at $125 per skater, $100 per skater after the first one; and Phase 2 - Rink Improvement Fundraising may include two additional fundraisers per team throughout the year.  (Fundraising details to follow soon.)

· Registration fees must be paid-in-full at the time of registration.  However, one half of payment may be made with a post-dated check for October 1 and the other half with a post-dated check for November 1.  Fundraising must be paid in-full at registration, but checks will be cashed after November 1st.  Other payment arrangements or scholarship requests can be made in writing to AYHA President Ethan Erickson, 1310 Valley View Dr, Eau Claire WI 54701.

· All those registering from outside the Altoona Hockey Association will require board approval before they are allowed to play, as per Association and WAHA by-laws.  If not approved, full registration fees will be refunded.

· Except for a $25.00 non-refundable filing fee at all times, refunds requested before the 1st day of ice will be at 100%.  Refunds from the first day of ice until 12/15 will be at 50%.  Refunds from 12/15 until 1/15 will be at 25%.  There will be no refunds after 1/15.  The $40 paid to USA Hockey is not refundable at any time.

The registration process is all new this year and will entail several steps that require on-line completion BEFORE you come in on the Sept dates.  PLEASE read below for details.  
If you don’t know what level to register your skater for, please contact Jamie Oliver at 836-7458.   You will need to know this information before starting the process.

Step 1.  As a WAHA (Wisconsin Amateur Hockey Association) yearly requirement, all skaters must be members of USA Hockey.  On-line sign-up is required; you will be charged a fee of $40 ($30 to USA Hockey/$10 to WAHA, these are non-refundable, if a player is 6 or under as of 12-31-09, there is no fee, but you still need to register) and assigned a confirmation number that will be needed to complete the next step.  Follow directions below to complete Step 1. In years past the $40.00 was included in the cost of registration.
· Go online to www.usahockey.com
· Under the “Players” tab, click the “Register Online” button and follow the directions
· PRINT OUT CONFIRMATION PAGE - you will need your confirmation number to complete the Local AYHA Registration in Step 2. 
Step 2.  Follow this link http://wwa.usahockey.com/LocalReg/Register.aspx?regId=87 to complete the USA Hockey Local AYHA Registration form.  You will need your USA Hockey member confirmation number from Step 1 in order to complete this step.  Print out the confirmation page for your LOCAL AYHA registration. There will not be any payment due on Step 2. All payments for skating and fundraising will be taken at AYHA registration in Sept.
Step 3.  Print out, read, and complete the “Consent to Treat” form and “Parent Work Hour Agreement” form that are located on the AYHA web site www.altoonahockey.com under the Policies & Forms tab.
Step 4.  Bring your Local AYHA Registration confirmation page, the Consent to Treat form, Parent Work Hour Agreement, birth certificate (if needed), and checkbook to Altoona Hobbs on September 22, 23, or 24 from 6-8 pm to complete the registration process. 
**** If you’re a new member to AYHA above the Mini Mite level your child’s birth certificate will be required when you complete registration in Sept so that the child’s age can be verified.  The birth certificate will NOT be kept by the Association.****

Though this is very different from past years, the two on-line steps are REQUIRED in order for you to register with AYHA this year.  They need to be completed BEFORE you come to Hobbs in September.
