Policies & Rules of Play

Coed T-Ball:
· Because of differences between leagues, coaches should discuss rules of play and resolve any problems that arise prior to game start. If an agreement can not be reached, the home team’s rules and policies shall take priority.

· Each game shall consist of three (3) innings or one (1) hour; whichever is less.

· Games shall use a standard white soft T-ball.

· Coaches are responsible for player safety at all times. Infield players should be placed at a responsible distance from batters as to reduce the possibility of injuries.

· For safety reasons, no catcher position shall be required.

· No bat throwing. We expect all coaches to ensure children understand the dangers this action causes.

· All batters must ware a helmet.

· No score will be kept - the children are here to learn and have fun.

· All players shall play the field. Only 1 player per infield position. Extra players shall play outfield positions. Each inning coaches should shift players through various field positions to enhance the children’s overall learning experience.
· Fielded team may have no more than two (2) coaches on the field to assist players.

· No heckling by any team will be tolerated.

· Team coach may pitch a maximum of six (6) pitches to each batter. After six (6) pitches, the player shall use a Tee.

· All players shall bat. Each team coach will prepare a roster used as a batting order. Each inning ends when all players have batted. When the last player has batted, players on bases shall advance to home plate.
· Batting team’s coaches shall act as catcher and pitcher if needed. A coach or parent may be posted at 1st and 3rd bases to assist base runners. 

· No leading off or base stealing. Player may advance one (1) base on an overthrow.
· When playing in a tournament, traveling teams shall always have game priority. Rained out games will not be rescheduled.

· Home team provides balls for play.
