Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order by Scott Boren at 7:06 p.m.

The minutes of the March 12, 2008 meeting were presented for consideration.

Motion was made by Carolyn Berry and seconded by Pam Haskell to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion carried. 

The financial statement dated April 2, 2008 was presented for consideration. 

Scott Boren reported that sales of the T-shirts, hoodies, and caps has gone well.  He added that sales at the Azle Little League Opening Day last Saturday were good.  He stated that two dozen caps have been ordered.   In regard to Little League Opening Day, Donita John suggested that next year the Booster Club might want to expand their booth since it went so well this year.  She also suggested that players in uniform be present to generate more interest in high school baseball as well as the Booster Club. 

Scott Boren stated that the drawing for the quilt raffle will be held during Friday’s varsity game.  Donita John reported that approximately $100.00 in raffle tickets have been sold to date.    

Donita John updated everyone on the first pitch ceremonies at the remaining home varsity games. Those scheduled are: April 4th: Hugh Clayton, Azle ISD Curriculum Director; April 11th: Jeff Edwards, Azle ISD Board Member; April 18th: Shannon Hart, Azle ISD School Board Member; and April 25th: Laura Bynum, AHS Principal.

Scott Boren encouraged everyone to continue to sell programs and take pictures at their respective games.

Scott Boren reminded everyone of the upcoming Azle ISD Bond Election.  Voting will take place on May 10th.  

Azle Little League Day will be Friday, April 18th.  Plans are to sell T-shirts, hoodies, caps, and sunglasses.  Scott Boren reported that youth sizes in T-shirts have been  ordered for this night.  He added that Little League Day is always a good opportunity to build community support of the baseball program.   There was a suggestion of asking some varsity and junior varsity players to mingle with the Little League Players before or after their respective games.  

There was a discussion of selling pizza by the slice at Little League Night.  Each piece could be sold for $1.00.   It was noted that Springtown Baseball had recently done this and they were able to get pizzas donated.    Scott Boren explained that any type of food sales would have to be approved by Todd Urbanek since his group of trainers work the concession stand at the games.    Pam Haskel suggested that the Booster Club could make a donation from the sales to the trainers.   Mike Haskel added that one option might be of every $1.00, twenty-five cents could be donated to the trainers. 

Texas Ranger fundraiser and game at the ballpark were briefly discussed.  It was agreed to discuss this further at a future meeting. 

Scott Boren informed everyone that the Baseball Banquet will be held on Tuesday, May 13th at Vance Godbey’s Restaurant at 6:00 p.m.   He explained that Cheyne Witt’s grandmother will be putting together a DVD presentation to be shown during the banquet.  He encouraged everyone to take pictures of their team and get them to her as soon as possible after the last regular season game.  

In regards to clothing items for sale, Scott Boren stated that orders have been placed.

There was a discussion of working the concession stand at Azle Little League.  The League is offering $100.00 per session to groups that work the concession stand. There was a dicussion of the dates available.  It was noted that the first four games conflict with high school games.   There was a discussion of assigning each team (freshman, junior varsity, and varsity) to some dates and that team be responsible for getting workers.  

Scott Boren stated that Azle Little League is also looking for umpires.   The pay will be $20.00 per game.   He explained that anyone interested should contact Mike Carter, President of Azle Little League.  

Future projects were discussed.   Donita John mentioned painting the brick wall behind home plate.  She added that this would be inexpensive and with a sprayer would not be time consuming.   She stated that another improvement would be to paint a design on the dug outs.  

There was a brief dicussion regarding the advertisement signs on the outfield walls.   James England reported that there are five more signs being made that will be installed in the next few weeks. 

Scott Boren stated that if interested the Booster Club may have a fund raising opportunity with a fireworks stand.   He explained that he has worked the stand along with Tim Carpenter during July 4th.  In the past they have done this as a fundraiser for Azle Little League.  The owner splits the profits 50/50.  He explained that he and Tim will be out of state this year on July 4th and there might be an opportunity for the Booster Club to work it.   He will have more information about this fireworks stand and possibly one more stand at a future meeting.   

Scott Boren suggested padding the brick wall behind home plate as a Booster Club project.    There was a discussion of padding used at other area fields.   

Donita John asked if anyone would be interested in decorating the Baseball Locker Room this week prior to the games on Friday.  James England stated that he could donate a roll of white paper to be used for signs.   It was agreed to meet at 6:30 p.m. on Thursday to make signs and decorate.   

Scott Boren informed everyone that baseball pictures will be taken on Tuesday, April 15th.  There will be no baseball practice that afternoon.     

Motion was made by James England and seconded by Lee Ann Marsh  to adjourn the meeting. Motion carried.
