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1.  Call to Order and Establishment of Quorum

The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by Doug Leeper outside the Baseball Locker Room.
2.  Previous Minutes

The minutes of the April 22, 2009 Meeting were presented for consideration.

4.  Business

A.  New Business

1.  Texas Ranger Ticket Sales

Doug Leeper explained that the Booster Club owes a balance of $5,325 for the Texas Rangers tickets.  There was a discussion of the amount to send to them.
Motion was made by Carolyn Berry and seconded by Mark Vann to send a check in the amount of $2,500 to the Texas Rangers.  Motion carried. 

2.  Selling of remaining tickets and the suite

There was a discussion of suggestions on how to sell the remainder of the tickets.
Doug Leeper explained that the use of a suite at a Texas Rangers Game was included in the Ranger Ticket Program.  The suite is for twenty people and includes five parking passes.  The value is approximately $3,000.  There was a brief discussion regarding the minimum price and possibly selling it on Stub Hub or Craig’s List.   
It was agreed to keep the minimum price of the suite at $1,500.   Rich Danielsen agreed to post the suite on Craig’s List.  
3.  Baseball Banquet, May 26th
Doug Leeper informed everyone that the Baseball Banquet will be on Tuesday, May 26th at Vance Godbey’s Restaurant at 6:00 p.m.  The school will pay for the Varsity players.  The Booster Club will pay for the Subvarsity players.  All other guests will be $11.00 each.    
4.  Board Elections 
Doug Leeper explained that it is time to begin thinking about board members for next year.  He stated that board members are allowed to hold the same position for a maximum of two consecutive years which means the current board members can’t be

re-elected to their current positions.  He explained that a nomination committee will need to be appointed in the coming months.  He stated that he will send out an email to everyone regarding the positions.   He encouraged any interested in serving on the nomination committee or in a board position to contact him. 

5.  Metal Sign
Doug Leeper stated that Donita John had finished painting both metal signs for the baseball complex.  There was a brief discussion of where to mount the signs.  

Motion was made by Carolyn Berry and seconded by Scott Boren to hang the signs on the back of each dugout.  Motion carried.    
6.  Weatherford College Baseball Showcase 

Doug Leeper informed everyone that Weatherford College is having a showcase on Saturday at Southwest Christian High School.  The cost is $50.    There was a discussion of other showcases and events at various colleges in the region.   

7.  Information on NCSA Speaker
This item was discussed at last month’s meeting.  Donita John stated that NCSA will send a speaker if there is interest.   The cost is $225.00.    She added that this could be opened to include other sports as well.   It was agreed to schedule this in the fall and include the football boosters as well as other sports.   
8.  Fall Fundraisers
There was a discussion of possible fundraisers for the fall.  Selling seasonal flowers as well as door mats was discussed.
