 COACHES INFORMATION HANDOUT

I.   PURPOSE
The purpose of this document is to allow coaches a quick reference to common items that come up throughout the year.  This document will be updated throughout the year and will be posted on the web site.  If this document doesn’t address your question, please refer to the 2008-2009 Shocker Code of Conduct which is also posted on the web site.  If that also doesn’t answer your question, please contact your respective age group Vice President for an answer. 

II. ADMINISTRATION
· All players that you select for your team will be offered a spot via the telephone.  The players will have 24 hours to accept/decline this position.  If the player doesn’t call you back with a decision within 24 hours, then the roster spot will be given to another player.

· You are required to keep attendance records for both practices and games.  You will also be required to provide stats to each player at the end of the year.

· You are required to keep your web site up to date.

· Your team will be assigned clean-up of the shack at least once every 12 weeks.  This requires vacuuming entire facility, water mounds, and clean mats, take out all garbage.  You will report via email that your team conducted clean-up to Del or Kristi.  You will also be assigned to man the open night in the Shocker Shack.

· If you are required to pick up players, contact the other coach directly.  Do not solicit players directly.

· If parents from another Shocker team express any displeasure about their team, it’s not your function to mediate that complaint.  Direct parents to their Head Coach or VP, we all need to be seen as one coaching staff and not individual teams.

· If you or anyone from the Shocker organization is kicked out of a game, you are to inform the respective VP and Del or Kristi.

· No Smoking or drinking of alcohol beverage around your players.

· If a player comes to practice, they will play league games and Saturday tournament games.  If girls don’t come to practice they don’t play.

· All pitching instructors will have their players warm up on the mound they are doing lessons on. They will not do this in the open area or utilize the other mound for warm ups.

· Shocker Shack will be available as follows:

     Each team will get 1 ½ hours time slot M-F. and 1 1/2 hour slot on either Sat or Sunday
     
     The M-F days, each team will be limited to 4 girls per session. (Up to you how you want to divide your 1 ½ session.)

· All practice time request will fit in the above time slots.  This allows more opportunities for all teams, vice adjusting time to fit each individual team.

· Field assignments – request for fields should be submitted no later than 1 Feb 08.  Most teams practice two nights a week, please have the M-F night match your league play night, and Sat/Sun can be any you desire.

· Report any incident that a player or parent is injured during practice or game to VP and Del or Kristi.  Encourage all girls to wear mouth guards.

· When practicing in Shocker Shack, only coaches or adults over 18 years of age will operate the pitching machine.  No Cleats on carpet.  No food/drink in the open area. Report all damage to Del or Kristi immediately.  Clean – up after your team is finished (mounds watered, balls away etc.)  Only softie softball s will be used in building.  Only exception is in the batting cage or pitching tunnel.

· Coaches will be required to turn in receipts for motels/mileage prior to receiving coach’s money.


III. FUNDRAISING

· No fundraising will be conducted until approved by the organization treasurer.  This means, you can’t order/advertise or conduct fundraising items/events until approved by treasurer.

· Ever family will be required to sell 10 Spaghetti Feed tickets.  If the family has more than one daughter in the organization, the oldest daughter will receive the tickets.

· Each team will be required to do four baskets and will be turned in 1 week prior to Spaghetti Feed event.

· All teams will participate in Spaghetti Feed.  No tournaments will be scheduled during Spaghetti Feed.

IV. REGISTRATION
· Player refund information is detailed in Code of Conduct.  If parent wants exception to this rule, then they petition the Board of Directors, NOT Del and Kristi or Vince.

· Registration fees.  It is not the treasurer job to track down registration fees.  You can either do it or have a team parent do it.  Families will be assessed late fees as detailed in the Code of Conduct.  If banner advertising comes in after a family has paid their registration fee, they will be reimbursed up to the amount they paid this year for registration and uniform.  Anything above that goes to the organization.

· Banner advertising we will only do block letter advertising on banners.  Please ensure players name is on banner registration form so they can get credit to their account.  All banner advertising is due by 30 March. 




V.  TOURNAMENTS

· You need to provide treasurer one copy of each tournament entry sheet to get a check for the tournament.  If your team cancel/or tournament is cancelled you are responsible to get money back from tournament and return money to organization treasurer. 
      
· Any unspent tournament money can be used for end of year party/trophies etc.  You will be required to turn in receipts for the money receives for this event.

  VI. UNIFORMS/APPAREL

· All uniform orders (with payment) are due by 1 Oct 2008.  No exceptions.  If you order the wrong size/number etc.   The organization will not cover the costs.  Uniforms orders are to be consolidated on one uniform order form (on web site).  One order form per team. There are no refunds for uniforms ordered.  
         
· All Shocker apparel orders are to be either turned into Del or slide under office door. Payment is required prior to ordering.  

· No teams will deviate from Shocker apparel list.  We all are one and we will look like it.
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
