RELEASE OF LIABILITY FOR MINOR PARTICIPANTS AND ASSUMPTION OF RISK AGREEMENT – READ BEFORE SIGNING
In consideration of _____________________________, my minor child (“child”), being allowed to participate in any way in practices, games, and other activities at the facility, the undersigned acknowledges, and agrees that:

1. Participation in sports or other activities at the facility is inherently dangerous and could possibly lead to injuries, including but not limited to, broken bones, brain damage, injury to internal organs and/or parts of the body, and even death.  Such injuries may be caused by my or my child’s own actions or inactions, the actions or inactions of others participating in or watching the activity, the condition in which the activity takes place, or the negligence of the releasees named below.  Such injuries could impair learning ability, the ability to earn income and general enjoyment of life.
2. I, for myself, my spouse, my child, and for all of their heirs, devisees, assigns, personal representatives, and next of kin, knowingly and freely assume all such risks, both known and unknown, even if arising from the negligence of the releasees named below or others, and whether or not affiliated with Stephens Holdings Incorporated or not, and I assume full responsibility for my child’s participation in all activities.  My child’s participation in any activity at the facility is completely voluntary, and I freely allow my child to participate in spite of any risks.
3. I, for myself, my spouse, my child, and for all of their heirs, devisees, assigns, personal representatives, and next of kin, knowingly and freely covenant not to sue and do hereby release and discharge and agree to hold harmless from all liability, claims, demands, losses, or damages, Stephens Holdings Incorporated, its owners, officers, directors, officials, agents and/or employees, other participants, sponsors, advertisers, and, if applicable, other users of the facility (collectively the “releasees”), with respect to any and all injury, disability, death, or loss or damage to person or property incident to my child’s involvement in participation in these activities, including negligent operations, whether arising from the negligence of the releasees or otherwise, to the fullest extent permitted by law.  
4. I, for myself, my spouse, my child, and for all of their heirs, devisees, assigns, personal representatives, and next of kin, further agree that if, despite this Release of Liability for Minor Participants and Assumption of Risk Agreement, I, my child, or anyone acting on my child’s behalf makes a claim against any of the releasees named above, I will indemnify, save, and hold harmless each of the releasees from any loss, liability, claim, damage, litigation expense, attorney fees, or cost that may result from such claim.
5. I will ensure that my child will familiarize his or her self with the rules of any activity undertaken and the Rules of the Facility, and will wear and use all necessary safety equipment, including, but not limited to, helmets, face masks, chest protectors, shinguards, and appropriate footwear.  I warrant that my child will, to the best of his or her ability, play under control and avoid injury to his or her self or to other persons using the facility.  I understand that my child’s privileges to use the facility may be revoked for violation of facility rules, for reckless or careless play, or for otherwise rowdy behavior.  

6. I have read this Release of Liability for Minor Participants and Assumption of Risk Agreement, fully understand its terms, understand that I have given up substantial rights by signing it, have signed it freely and without any inducement or assurance of any nature, and intend it to be a complete and unconditional release of all liability to the greatest extent allowed by law, and agree that if any portion of the agreement is held to be invalid, the balance, notwithstanding, shall continue in full force and effect.  I further agree that, in the event I, my child, or anyone acting on my child’s behalf files a lawsuit against any of the releasees, that party will do so solely in the State of Nebraska, and that the substantive law of Nebraska shall apply in the lawsuit without regard to the conflict of law rules of Nebraska.  I acknowledge having received a copy of this document.
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
