ADULT SOFTBALL LOCAL LEAGUE RULES

· Belmont adult softball rules will be governed by ASA rules not to conflict with the rules listed below.
· All rosters are due by 5pm the day of the first game.  
· Please refrain from using obscene language and gestures while participating in any event with the Belmont Parks & Recreation.  Officials and staff will give a warning for any of these infractions and if it persists then an ejection from participation in the leagues or as a spectator will be given.

Local league rules 

1.  Players must be at least 15 years old.
2. Co ed leagues: There must be 3 female player in the field and lineup at all times. 
3.  Team(s) are allowed a 10 minute grace period for the first game of the evening only.  A game will start if the team has the minimum to play present. (Please be prompt)

4.  Each team must begin game with at least (8) players from your own team.  A team may pick-up no more than two players unless both coaches agree. (Rule clarification from ASA)  If a team plays with (8) players the ninth batter is out.  If a team has nine players then no out will be given for the tenth batter.
5.  No manager, coach, player, or spectator shall arrive at the ballfield(s) with the smell of alcohol or drugs on them.  Those involved will receive an immediate suspension.

6.  Coaches will receive access to a list of prohibited bats.

7. (2) Umpires per game.  A game will be played with one in the event only one shows up.
8.  Home teams are on the right side of the schedule.
9.  No base stealing allowed.
10.  Slaughter rule: 20 runs after 3 innings, 15 after 4 innings, and 10 after 5 innings.
11.  No homerun limit per inning. (May change depending on game length)
12.  Penalty for use of illegal bat will be ejection from the game.  The batter just needs to step in the batters box to be considered out.
13. On a homerun the runners need to only touch one base for the run to count.
14.  NO steel cleats
15.  .44 COR ball
16.  An additional hitter can be used to have a batting lineup of 11 batters maximum.
17.  There will be a roster freeze after the 4th game of the season.  No one will be allowed to be added to a roster after this time.
18. Ejections: If a player or manager is ejected from any game a minimum one game suspension will be issued.  Depending on the infraction a longer suspension may be issued.  A second ejection will result in a suspension from the league.  Do not put yourself in this situation then there should be no problem.  If a spectator is ejected then they will not be allowed to attend any further games for the season.  If the spectator does not obey this suspension the team may forfeit the game.  Ejected players, managers, or spectators must leave the field.
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19. If a game is cancelled before 6pm and the umpires do not show up then the game will be rescheduled.  If the umpires are required to be paid then the teams must pay for the game to be made up.
20. If a game is cancelled on the field the umpires get paid for any games that have started regardless of the inning and the game will not be rescheduled unless both teams agree to pay the umpire fees for the rescheduled game.

21. If a game gets through three full innings then cancelled, the results will be recorded toward both teams record.  Anything less will not be recorded unless both teams agree to play a makeup game.  If the home teams has not had an opportunity to bat then the score will be recorded at the last full inning played.
22. Tie breakers for regular season: If a game is not recorded but two teams end up with the same number of wins the non recorded game will be treated as a loss and the teams will be treated as having a tied record for the season.  If two teams have a tied record for the regular season the following will be used as a tie breaker for purpose of seeded in the tournament

23. Game cancellations will be at the sole discretion of the Belmont Parks and Recreation Dept and/or the umpires hired to officiate the game.

24. If one team wants to make up a game and the opposing team refuses to make up the game then the first team can pay the ump fee and receive the win.  This rule will be in place only in a case where a team may try to not make up a game to skew the standings.  The money will go toward the awards fund for the end of season awards.

25. If a makeup game is played then it will be a full 7 inning game.

26. Makeup games may be made up as a double header.
27. Courtesy Runner: ASA Rule 8 Section 9 Subsection B. and C. with this amendment.  Up to two courtesy runners can be used per inning unless a player is injured during play.    

28. If a rule is not cover here then the league will reference the ASA Official Rule Book.
