Travel:

Don H. – Asked that next year’s 12 year old team would be allowed to go the Rehobeth Tournaments next summer.

Motion passed unanimously 

Bill S – brought up the idea of having a 10U & 12U travel team.  This would eliminate the 9 & 11 year old team.  His feeling was there would be more players to choose from hopefully making the two teams more competitive.  

John D – explained that when travel started years ago on a national level there were only 10U & 12U teams.  This is the reason why there is World Series only at the 10 & 12 year levels.  Discussion will continue.

Randy V – brought up the idea of a 9U team for next years I-84 league.  This would be a “travel team” and not a district / tournament team.  Discussion will continue.
