RULES of DRAFT
1.  Drafting system shall be open board drafting.  

2.  Coaches and assistants should use a reserved player form for their own child. If not reserved the child becomes open to all coaches for draft.

3.  All drafting divisions will be monitored by an individual to insure that legal drafting practices are enforced.

4.  The team with the lowest roster will pick first. All teams will draw a number at beginning of draft to determine the order of drafting. The teams with the lowest number of players and then the lowest draft number will begin the round. When all teams are even, you will go by draft number only.

5.  Written parental consent must be acquired from parents of all reserved players on a team even when the child is reserved because his parent is a coach or an assistant coach of that team.

6.  A reserved player may be released from a team by mutual consent of coach, parent and executive board but must re-enter draft when leaving that team in same age division.

7.  If a coach and assistant coach move to the next division or do not return to coach then all players must return to the draft for a new team. At that time they may become a reserved player on any team as long as the proper forms are completed and protecting team has an open reserved player spot.

8.  A player shall remain the property of the same team until age eligibility shall move him as long as this is indicated on the registration form by checking yes and that team remains in the same division. A player may re-enter into the draft for personal reasons.

9.  Brothers may be on the same team if requested at registration by the parents, but this is a courtesy and we cannot make a guarantee it will occur.  Any child requested by parent (prior to draft) to be placed on a specific team due to transportation or family reasons will be given consideration.  However the league cannot guarantee the placement of a child under these circumstances. 
10.  There will be no new players signed after the draft deadline for registration has ended.  Players may be accepted by Board Members to even out the number of players assigned to each team. These children will be placed on the team with the lowest roster first, in accordance with the drafting order of that division.  Move-ins will not be accepted after the official roster has been turned in to TTAB.

11.  Boys who wish to change teams for any reason (after the draft) will have to appear before the governing board before a trade can be made as long as official rosters have not been filed with TTAB.  Player trades and releases should be made whenever possible at the time of draft.

12.  No team shall have more than 8 of the oldest members allowed in any division of play.

13.  If a returning team has more than 8 returning players in the oldest age group, the last members drafted will be the first to return to draft.

14. Any player that wishes to return to a team must check application indicating yes, returning to same team.  Any application not indicating any decision will be placed back in open draft. A Board Official must be contacted by a parent prior to draft to correct an application if a change of indication is made.

Any players’ application indicating not on a specific team/coach must have a valid reason and be approved by the board prior to draft.
