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1.  All coaches and League Officials shall abide by league and TTAB draft rules. 

2.  All coaches and assistant coaches are required to have a background check prior to being considered for a coaching position. 

3.  TTAB rules for innings played and runs ahead apply to all divisions in addition to: T-Ball will be limited to a 50 minute time limit and a 10 run rule per inning, Jr. & Sr. Midgets a 1 ½ hour time limit and 5 run rule per inning,   Freshman a 2 hour time limit and a 7 run rule per inning, Sophomore a 2 hour time limit. 

4.  Pitching sheets are to be completed and signed by both coaches after each game in the Sr. Midget, Freshman, and Sophomore divisions.

5.  In the event that a child refuses to play, the coach of his team must first speak to the parents of the child and explain the situation and rules applicable. The coach should then abide by the wishes of the parent.  If the decision is made not to play, the coach should inform the situation to the opposing coach, scorekeeper, and the umpire.

6.  Discipline of the coaches will be handled by the Executive Board. The Executive Board will be in charge of enforcing rules for coaches; players and spectators discipline for any other offenses, the umpire shall be allowed to declare the game forfeiture for any team.

7.  ALCOHOL, PROFANITY, INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR, VERBAL ABUSE, FIGHTING, or INTENTIONAL DESTRUCTION of CITY PROPERTY or LEAGUE EQUIPMENT;
1st complaint; upon investigation, fan, parent, coach or league official will be warned by Executive Committee and asked to leave park, damages reimbursed and a one week suspension from the park for league functions.

2nd complaint; upon investigation, removal from City property by official, possible criminal charges, and punishment by suspension of participation of league functions with a minimum of two weeks up to lifetime.

8.  No player will be dismissed from a team without approval of the Executive Board.

9.  Coaches will contact the Equipment Director for equipment. The Equipment Director will in turn inform the Board of the needed equipment before orders can be placed.

10.  A player that arrives late must play outfield one inning before he can play infield.

11.  Any and all protests will be made to the Protest Committee. Protests must be made in writing by the coaches within 24 hours of the game played. A $50.00 fee for the protest must be submitted along with the written document.  (Protest Committee consists of the present Executive Board and a league umpire.)

12.  The designated home team is responsible for providing an individual to keep the official book during their game and visitors’ team must provide an individual to operate the scoreboard. Score keepers must have knowledge of score keeping and be located in designated scorekeeper box and be at least 16 years of age or older.  Failure to provide scorekeeper could lead to forfeiture of game.

13.  Players may advance one base on a ball that is considered out of play, if the player was in the process of attempting a steal.

14. The umpire will discipline a player in the manner that is appropriate as an official based upon the severity of the players’ conduct during the game. (Remember we are molding young lives.)

15.  Coaches from both teams playing will be in charge of leaving their dugout and field clean.  

16.  All games must start with at least 8 players. If a team only has 8 players when a game begins the team must take an out each time the ninth batter is up.  If the ninth player arrives late he may enter the game as soon as he arrives. A team without 8 players must forfeit the game.

17. There will be no team limit on sponsorships.  Parents will furnish complete uniform.

18.  All equipment issued to any coach will be returned at the end of the season without exception.  Coaches will be responsible for replacing any equipment not returned.

19.  Smoking will not be allowed inside the fence during a game and only in designated areas away from grand stands.

20. Teams going to the playoffs are allowed pick three additional players each, alternating each others picks with the first place coach picking first.

21. Any BMC League Official and / or Umpire shall have the right to call, postpone or suspend any game due to weather.

22.  The coach of each team is responsible for marking and preparing the field prior to their game.  Failure to prepare and mark the field could lead to forfeiture of the game.
