Game Score Rule

Per the STYFA By-Laws and guidelines, a team that is winning by a score of at least 30 points to an opposing score of 0, needs to make an effort to rotate some of the players to different positions that they may not normally play. By this rotation or position change it may give the other team a chance to somewhat equalize the sides. In no way does this mean that the realigned team is not allowed to score further points.

This rule also gives some of the players that may not normally run the ball a chance to carry the ball or play any other position that they may be interested in.
Tri-City instills sportsmanship, fair play and winning/losing ethics, and will when faced with this situation abide by this rule showing that Tri-City, it’s players, coaches and parents are good sportsmen.

Remember the old adage, ”when the shoe is on the other foot”.
