No Pass, No Play
There has been some confusion to the No Pass, No Play policy. First of all, the no pass, no play is totally up to the child’s parents to choose weather or not they wish to honor it.
For some of the children the no pass, no play rule may give them some incentive to keep their grades up. This same rule is implemented when your child reaches Junior High and Tri-City’s thoughts are that the older players be prepared to be faced with the situation.

If you do choose to follow the ruling and don’t want to wait until the next reporting period before your child can play again, have your child request a note from the teacher indicating the child has brought the grades up.
Rest assured that your Coach will honor and back your decision one way or another
