Pitching Rules

· A pitcher may pitch up to 3 innings in a single game, and 9 innings during the entire tournament except for the Championship Game.  A pitchers innings will reset for the Championship game.  The one exception to this is if we are forced to play on Sunday.  If that happens, we will extend the total number of innings to 11.  Word of caution, this will help a coach, but not the kid.  11 innings in a week is too many for most of the kids at this age.  If their pitch count is up during those 11 innings, it is worse.  Please be aware of the safety for your young pitchers!

· There is no limit to the number of games pitched during the tournament subject to the above guidelines.  All other pitching rules from the regular season will apply to the tournament.

· All teams must keep a pitching sheet up to date and available for review at each game.  If a coach cannot produce the pitching sheet at any given game, the team will take a forfeit for that game. 

· Pitching sheets must be signed by both coaches at the end of each game.

· Any team member may pitch, subject to the other restrictions of the pitching rules.

· If a pitcher hits, with a pitch, three (3) batters during the pitchers allotted number of innings, the pitcher will be removed from the pitching position for the remainder of the game.  The pitcher may continue playing in any field position.

· Innings shall be counted by thirds with one (1) out being one-third (1/3) of an inning; two (2) outs being two-thirds (2/3) of an inning; and three outs constituting a full inning.  The throwing of one (1) pitch in a game shall constitute an "appearance".  Appearances are counted towards the number of games pitched for the week.

· A pitcher who has been withdrawn from the mound may return to the mound after three (3) batters only if the pitcher has not pitched the maximum number of innings allowed.

· A pitcher is allowed eight (8) warm-up pitches at the beginning of the game.  Relief pitchers are also allowed eight (8) warm-up pitches.  A pitcher is allowed six (6) warm-up pitches at the start of a new inning.

· Violation the pitching rules will result in the game being played to be forfeited.

*****NOTE*****

Coaches must take care of their pitchers.  DO NOT OVER PITCH YOUR KIDS!  If an 8-year-old pitcher throws 40–50 pitches in a game, that pitcher should rest for a couple of days at least.  For 9/10 year-olds, 50-60 pitches should be the max.  Kids at this age should not pitch more than that.  We want to develop these kids, not hurt them for the sake of a tournament win.  There is no violation for going over the pitch count as we cannot control that.  We can only count innings, but you as coaches should be aware of the safety for your kids and this is a safety issue for pitchers.
