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POST TRYOUT AND PLAYER  DRAFT INFORMATION AND EXPECTATTIONS

BBL strives to make every attempt to place your son at the highest level of play that he is capable of playing. We do not endorse any player playing at a level or age group that is below his ability level or grade level in school.  We do have players that have unique requirements and they will be reviewed on a case by case basis. 

The following items/bullet points are hopefully useful with providing information as  it relates to post tryout affairs and what you can expect as parents:

1. Tryouts are held Sept: 26th and 27th and October 3th and 4th—Times are TBA and will be posted prominently on the BBL website
2. Our Team Selection Meeting will be held at the Indoor Facility: Majors Level: Tuesday  October 13th   at 7:30pm. The  AAA and AA Level Draft meeting will be held Thursday October 15th at 7:30pm 
Thinks to Consider:
· It is important to consider ahead of time when filling out your son’s registration form whether or not you want to be considered for the “Majors Level”---Have a “Coach Preference” or want to be a “Free Agent”  This is vital in helping the Coaches and BBL help your family.
· We have pushed back our Draft Meeting to provide the league ample time to review allof the kids that tried and identify areas of need.
· Our Majors Teams are put together firstselect first as that is a normal and customary process in this endeavor.

· After our Majors Coaches select the players they feel will/can play for their teams, we remove those names from our Draft Board and re-issue the names of the players who will become the “pool of players” for the AAA and AA Draft.

· The selection of players for the AAA and AA teams follows the same scenario as for the Majors—AAA select first—AA second

· After the Draft Meetings—We ask, implore—“beg” the Coaches to call ALL of their players ASAP but no later than a few days as parents and players alike are anxious to hear and if word gets to one player in school and his buddy sitting next to him does not hear—you can trust that kid will be upset. The coaches have been very good at contacting players –some even call the night of the Draft Meeting.
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
