                                    BERLIN TOWNSHIP 2004 WOODEN BAT TOURNAMENT RULES

1. Team Roster – Each team will consist of a maximum of 15 players made up of eleven (11)

and ten (10) year olds, manager, two (2) coaches, and one (1) scorekeeper. A copy of Official

Little League rosters listing the names, date of birth, ages, and signed by the League President.

2. Tournament Age – The deadline for birth dates is August 1st.  Player must be eleven (11) or

ten (10) before August 1st to be eligible for the tournament.

3. Proof of Age – Birth certificates must be present for every player listed on the roster before

the team’s first game. Copies of birth certificate are allowed.

4. Coverage of Insurance – Coverage of insurance is the responsibility of each individual team.

Proof of insurance must be provided to Berlin Township Athletic Association prior to your

first game.

5. Rules – The official playing rules and regulations for Little League will be followed.

A. – All players have one (1) at bat or play 3 consecutive defensive outs.

B. - There will be a ten (10) run mercy rule in affect after four (4) innings played (3 ½ if

   Home team is ahead).

6. Protests – All protests will be decided immediately by the Tournament Committee, appointed

by the BTAA, before further play continues.

7. Schedule – A complete schedule with the dates and times will be maintain and posted by

BTAA at the snack bar. It is the manager’s responsibility to verify the team’s game times.

8. Games – Each team is guaranteed two (2) games. It is a double elimination tournament.

9. Home Team – Home team will be decided by a toss of the coin prior to the game. Loser

of the coin toss has pick of dugout.

10. Forfeit – Teams must have nine (9) players to start a game. Teams not fielding nine (9)

players within fifteen (15) minutes after the schedule time of the game, will be forced

to forfeit. If your team is running late or will be late for circumstances, please call

one (1) of the numbers provided to let the tournament directors know you will be late.

11. Weather – In the event of inclement weather, the managers will be contacted by the BTAA

and the date and time of the game being cancelled. If you are not notified at least one (1)

hour prior to game time, consider the game is still on.

12. Lineup – Each team’s manager will submit a lineup card to the opposing teams manager and

the official score keeper prior to the start of the game. All changes in the field and batting

order will also be reported to the scorekeeper and the opposing team’s manager.

13. Courtesy Runner – A courtesy runner may enter the game only for the catcher when there is

Two (2) outs in an inning. Courtesy runner must be someone not currently in the game. Courtesy

runners does not constitute a substitution.

14. On Deck Batter – There is no on deck batter allowed.

BATS and EQUIPMENT

1. Teams will supply their own equipment such as gloves, catcher’s equipment, and batting 

Helmets. BTAA will supply needed equipment in the case of an emergency.

2. Only wooden bats are authorized in this tournament. Bats must not exceed 31” in length. If your team needs bats, BTAA will supply them to your team, but the bats MUST BE RETURNED TO THE BTAA AFTER THE GAME IS COMPLETED. Each manager is responsible for the return of the bats.

3. All teams must be in uniform.

4. All catchers must wear protective cup and throat guard.

5. Metal spikes are not allowed.

PITCHING RULES

1. Any player is eligible to pitch.

2. Player may only pitch in two (2) innings per game. Player may pitch in consecutive games

3. Once a pitcher is removed from the game, the pitcher may not pitch again in that game.

4. Manager or coach may come out to talk to his pitcher twice in one (1) inning, but third (3rd)

time in the inning, fourth(4th) time in a game, the pitcher is removed from the game. 

5. Manager or coach may go to the mound to talk to his pitcher and catcher only.

6. Pitcher hitting three (3) batters in one (1) inning or five (5) in a game must be removed from the mound.

GENERALS RULES

1. Little League regulation games are at least four (4) innings (3 ½ if home team is winning).

2.
All protests must be resolved before the next pitch is thrown and WILL NOT be



considered after the completion of the game.

3.       In the event a game has to be stopped due to weather or curfew, the game will resume at the

Point the game was stopped.

4.       The BTAA Tournament Committee has the responsibility in making all decisions final.
