TOURNAMENT RULES 2009
COACHES PLEASE READ THE FOLLOWING RULES AND MAKE SURE ALL YOUR ASSISTANT COACHES, PLAYERS AND PARENTS FOLLOW THESE RULES.

A.
Governing Rules
1. The 2009 ASA Fastpitch Softball Rules will be in effect except as noted below.  The ball to be used will be the Worth Dream Seam.

B.
Check-In

1. Managers must check in 45 minutes before their first game with the Tournament Director/Information table.  Copy of your insurance and roster must be provided at check in. (If you are playing at Woods Elementary, you will be able to check in there and will not need to come to the complex)
2. Verification of age will be made by presenting a birth certificate or other legal proof upon demand by the opposing team before the start of game.  IT IS THE COACH’S RESPONSIBILITY TO HAVE PROOF OF AGE FOR EACH PLAYER. A completed Team Roster and Coaching Staff Members must be turned in at check in.  ASA registered teams only in this tournament.

C.
Tournament Organization 

1. Teams listed first are to occupy the third base dugout unless occupied by a team from a prior game.

2. Line-ups must be submitted 10 minutes before game time to opposing teams’ scorekeeper.

3. Home team will be determined by coin toss.  Home team will be official scorekeeper.  The Winning Coach and official scorekeeper must sign official score sheet and the coach from the winning team must turn it in to the Tournament Director/Information table IMMEDIATELY FOLLLOWING GAME!
4. No new inning will start after 1 hour and 30 minutes (Exception:  Championship Games 7 Innings).

5. Mercy Rule:

15 Run Lead after 3 Innings – Rule

10 Run Lead after 4 Innings – Courtesy

8 Run Lead after 5 Innings – Rule
6. Pool play standings will be based on a win, loss or tie for purposes of determining Sunday brackets.  (Three points will be awarded for a win, 1 point for a tie).  Ties will be broken by the following procedures:  a)  head to head competition  b)  least runs allowed  c)  run differential  d)  coin toss.  If more than two teams are tied, we will use the above method until one team is eliminated and then revert back to the above to determine the top team.  In any divisions if one team is playing a 4th game instead of 3, their last game does not count in pool play.
7. Pool play games can end in a tie.  In single elimination the international tie-breaker rule will be in effect after 7 innings, or if the game is tied at the end of the time limit.  This rule will be in effect until there is a winner.

8. Championship games will be 7 innings.  Mercy rule will be in effect.  No time limit.

9. Protests:  All protests will be finalized on the field at the time of protest by the Home Plate Umpire, the Umpire In Charge (UIC) and if necessary the Tournament Director / or official representative of the CNGSL and the designated protest evaluation team in that order.

10. Any Player, Manager, Coach or Fan who conducts themselves in an unsportsmanlike manner on or off the field may be removed by the Tournament Director(s) FOR THE ENTIRE TOURNAMENT.

11. U8 Rules:  

· Pitching distance: Player and coach 25 ft.

· Bases:  45 ft

· Time limit:  No new inning after 1 hr 15 min.  Pool play can end in a tie.
· Players will pitch to opposing team with each batter receiving no more than 3 pitches regardless if results are strikes, balls, foul balls.  
· If the ball has not been hit fair by the third pitch, the batter will only get two additional pitches by their coach.  
· Coach will pitch from the pitching rubber, with no benefit of warm up.  
· If the pitch is not put into play by the second pitch, the batter is out. 
· A full swing is required, no bunting allowed.

U8 Rules continued:  

· The coach will remain within 2 feet of the pitching rubber during play.  If a batted ball strikes the coach (who is pitching) the batter is out.  
· At no time shall the coach-pitcher obstruct play in any way.  If incidental contact is made, hit by batted ball or with defensive player, no penalty and play will continue.  
· Only 10 players will be allowed on the field at any one time.  If a team fields 10 players, they must maintain a maximum of 4 outfielders.  Outfielders must position themselves at least 10 feet behind the baselines.

· No base stealing is allowed.

· 10 inch safety balls must be used.  Approved aluminum or rubberized bats are allowed.  Helmets must meet ASA safety standards, with face guards and chin straps.

· 5 runs per half inning or 3 outs.

· Sliding is allowed but not mandatory.

· All teams bat entire line up.

· Free substitution (no requirement on the 1 at bat or 6 defensive outs before subs must be entered)

· For instructional purposes, max of 2 defensive coaches can be on the field but ONLY in the outfield 5 feet behind the outfielders at all times.

· Runners must tag up on caught fly balls before proceeding to next base.  NO INFIELD FLY RULE.

· One umpire will be assigned and will stand behind the player or coach who is pitching.
11. 10U ONLY RULE – No more than 5 runs per inning may be scored, with the exception of the seventh inning.

12. Please note that the following rules do apply in this tournament and historically are overlooked at the start of the All Star season:

a. Stealing of home is allowed.  Excludes U8.
b. Stealing of more than one base is allowed.  Excludes U8.
c. Dropped third strikes – the batter and base runners on base can advance at their own risk.   Excludes U8.
D. General Tournament Rules

1. No Pre-Game infield between the chalk lines.

2. No Pre-Game infield while field crew is preparing fields.  You must stay on the grass only.

3. No hitting balls of any type against any fence.

4. No other warm ups allowed anywhere between the fields.

5. No Dogs Allowed.

6. No Buses can park in the parking lot.  They must park on Nees Avenue or in the Buchanan High School parking Lot located off of Minnewawa Avenue.
7. Motor Homes or Trailers can park in the main parking lot of the complex during the day only.   No overnight parking is allowed.

8. No Alcoholic Beverages allowed at any time and this includes the parking lots.  Use of tobacco products in dugouts, on fields or anywhere on school grounds and at the complex is prohibited.
