PARENTS CODE OF CONDUCT

We aim to provide a quality environment that enables each player to develop his or her ability to the fullest extent possible. Players, parents, coaches and volunteers are integral to this positive and quality environment. By the signing the following pledge, you are certifying that you will support the Burleson Outlaws in developing this positive and quality environment and displaying good sportsmanship, fairness and common courtesy at all times.

I/We the Parents/Guardians of__________________________________ pledge to:

1. Be encouraging, supportive, and affirmative towards my child’s play, and his/her teammates’ play, on and off the field;

2. Respect officials and accept their decision;

3. Support and respect all the coaches and all members of the team;

4. Volunteer my services and talents to the team and Club when possible if help is requested by the coach, team mom, or Club;

5. Become familiar with the laws of the game;

6. Comply with all rules, policies and procedures of the team and Club;

7. Maintain communication with the coach regarding my child’s progress or participation, at appropriate mutually agreeable times;

8. If a problem arises the 24 HOUR RULE IS IN EFFECT.  This means you shall wait a full 24 hours before discussing any problems with the coaches.  Giving parent and coach time to reflect on the situation.  Then you may contact the coach or if necessary the club president.

9. Discuss any concerns not addressed by the coach with the Club President at an

appropriate mutually agreed upon time; I will not discuss these concerns with other parents;

10. Fulfill my financial obligation to the Club in a timely manner;

11. Ensure that all spectators attending a game with me adhere to this Code of Conduct.

Further, I will not:

1. Engage in loud, disrespectful or hostile comments directed toward an official;

2. Engage in any kind of unsportsmanlike conduct with any official, coach, player, or parent;

3. Coach or criticize any player, including my own, from the sidelines during any game;

4. Interfere at any time with the duties and responsibilities of the coaches;

5. Act in any manner which is detrimental to the team or Club.

Consequences include:

1. Verbal warning from coach or written warning from Club staff.

2. Being asked to leave the field area during a game.

3. Being suspended from attending future game(s) as decided by Club staff.

4. Your child being suspended from activities (practices/games) as decided by Club staff.

All serious violations of this Code of Conduct that result in consequences more than a verbal warning from the team coach must be reviewed by the Club staff and a meeting held that you must attend to determine further disciplinary action if necessary which could result in any and all of listed consequences up to and including being removed from the Club.
