Dear Prospective All-Star and Family,

Players wishing to be considered for a BYA Cal Ripken All Star team may tryout out for any team as long as they are not older than age requirement for that team (e.g. an 11 year old may try out for the 12U team, a 10 year old may try out for the 11U team, etc.). A player who participates in a tryout for a team at an older age level (e.g an 11 trying out for the 12 team) and is not selected, may also participate in the tryout for the team at his/her own age level. The tryout schedule will be staggered to accommodate this eventuality.

Tryouts begin Saturday, May 17th.  All interested players must attend tryouts.  However, if a player is unavailable for the particular time and date of tryouts, let the all-star manager or Cal Ripken Coordinator know in advance.  It is implied and understood that by participating in the tryouts that the player and parents are committing to the All-Star practice and game schedule (a partial list of dates may be found on page 2).  Players will be evaluated on their skills shown at tryouts.  Additionally, All Star coaches typically observe players during the BYA regular season games; how a player plays in a game is as important as the skills they possess.  The manager generally reviews the choices with the coaches and may consult the player’s regular season manager/coach.  Once the manager and coaching staff decides on their team, the players and parents will be informed as soon as possible. Players from the previous year’s team are not automatically placed on a team and need to tryout.

If your son/daughter is selected to an All-Star team, the following are key to understand:
· 2008 All-Star Fees are $50.00 per player and will be payable on the tryout date to secure a roster spot. The fee mostly offsets the cost of a new all star uniform that the player will keep. Uniform shirts will have the player’s last name on the back.
· Time commitment: Players and parents must be available to play ball through the month of July especially if the team is successful.  Practice for the all-star teams begin as early as the end of May, and include approximately 3-4 practices per week once BYA’s regular season has ended.  During the regular season the player and parents have to make a commitment to their regular season team first and then the All-Star team should there be concurrent schedules. All BYA coaches are aware that regular season teams take priority.
· Playing time and player positions are entirely up to the manager and coaching staff.  All Star teams have NO playing time or infield time requirements.  Unfortunately, players may sit an entire game depending on the game’s circumstances.
· The following factors may influence a players playing time:  Effort and Desire, Attendance at Practice and Games, Attitude, Physical Ability, and Game Situation. 

· Continuous Batting Order is NOT typically used in Tournament Play. Free substitution is also NOT typically used in Tournament Play. Both of these are allowed under local BYA rules, but apply to BYA league games only.
· All Star Teams generally consist of 12 players.
· Players must be available for ALL practices, scrimmages and tournament dates.
Depending on the success of the team, the following Cal Ripken Tournaments will be mandatory for the All Star Player to attend.  Please bear in mind that by attending the tryouts you implicitly agree to commit to any or all of these tournament dates as well as practices and other possible local tournaments.

Advancement in the Cal Ripken tournament trail depends upon the success of the individual teams. Only the Districts are guaranteed for the 10U and 12U teams while only the Area tourney is guaranteed for the 9U and 11U clubs. An exception would exist only if the BYA was hosting a State or Regional Tournament.

Additional tournaments that a team may participate in at the discretion of the Manager and coaching staff may include (but not limited to):
· Farmington 500 – Memorial Day weekend

· Rochester Invitational  - June 19-22

· Epping Invitational  - typically mid July

· Pittsfield Invitational – typically late July

· Northwood Invitational  (new in 2008)

Each all star team operates with a budget approved each season by the BYA Board. The budget is designed to provide equal financial sponsorship for all BYA all teams; both baseball & softball. A single team would not have budget to participate in all the tournaments listed above. Typically, a team might participate in 3 or 4 tourneys.
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
