SCOREKEEPER GUIDELINES

SCOREKEEPER FOR HOME GAMES   (Two scorekeepers per game)
Scorekeepers should be on the field 30 minutes before the start of the game.  This allows you time to give roster information to the opposing team, and enter opposing team roster information into our scorebook.  Failure of home team to provide official scorekeeper can lead to forfeit of the game.

DO NOT HESITATE to ask the coach and/or the players who made a goal or who had the assist.  The game play is fast and it is easy to miss these details.  We want to be as accurate as possible.  Also use the opposing team scorekeeper to document the stats for the other team’s players.

A sample scorebook page is provided for you to refer to as you review the instructions below.
· See the team STATS sheet, copies of these should be included in the Scorekeeper folder.  It should be completed at the end of the game and given to the JV or Varsity Stat Coordinator OR their daughter.  (Their names should be on the STAT sheet.)  Be as accurate as possible.  These stats are tracked over the season and posted to the website.  The Varsity stats are not only tracked and posted on our website but also called in to the paper.  Be sure to note if a girl played the game (or note that she was absent).
VARSITY scorekeepers:  Please try to document Goalie Saves and player stats for the other team.  The paper will ask us to provide opposing team stats.
· Upon arrival to field, get official scorebook from coach.  
· Provide team roster to visiting team.   
· Obtain visiting team roster and add to book on right side.
· Home team is responsible for:
· Recording the line up for each team, including player names and numbers
· Accurately documenting every goal and who scored it during the game.  
· Note the time the goal was made at the bottom of the scorebook.
· At end of half, make a dark line after last goal made for each team.

· Record any cards received next to the player’s name.  (see below)
· For CAMPO team document for each girl:
· Goals 
· Assists:  (The girl that successfully passes to the teammate who proceeds to score.  She gets credit for putting the ball in scoring position.)
· Fouls:  note what card the girl received and what time they went out (see below)
· Goalie Saves:  Any goal attempt that the goalie prevents.
· For OPPONENTS document:   Goals, Goalie Saves, Fouls and Time outs.  Document assists if time allows.  This is often possible if you sit next to the opposing team’s scorekeeper…you can help each other out to be sure the information is complete.
· Fouls
· Note every card a player receives on either team:  
G (green):  delay of game, given to captain of team.  Change of ball possession.
GY (green/yellow):  second delay of game to team.  Major Foul called.  
GR (green/red): all future delay of game fouls.  Player leaves field for 3 minutes.

Y (yellow):  Misconduct foul.  Warning to player.  Player leaves field for 3 minutes.

R (red):  Major Misconduct foul.  Player is out of the game.
· Note time player leaves the game.  They cannot return for 3 minutes of playing time.  You can let player know when 3 minutes are up and be sure they do not enter game until time has elapsed.
· Notify the referee when a player receives their second warning (Y card) for the game.  They will have to leave the game.
· Beginning with the 4th  card given a team (yellow or red), no substitutes for the players are allowed.  (The team with the foul has to play with one less girl on the field for 3 minutes.)  A qualified player can return after 3 minutes of playing time have elapsed.  
· Time outs:  Each team is allowed two time outs per game.  When a team calls a time out, be sure to note it and the time taken on the scorebook.  If opposing team tries to call a 3rd time out, ref should be notified.
· Game book must be signed by at least one referee as it is the official scorebook for the game.
SCOREKEEPER FOR AWAY GAMES  (usually just one scorekeeper needed)
· Keep scorebook as we do for home, but since this is not the official book you do not have to have the referees sign at the end of the game.

· Primary purpose is to be sure score reflected on their scoreboard is same as our book and to track our girl’s stats.  
· VARSITY scorekeeper…we still need to get as many of the stats for the opposing team as possible because we will be calling in our results to the paper and they are reluctant to only list one team’s stats.   Use the official scorekeeper from the opposing team to help you fill in any stats you might be missing.
Fill out the STATS page for each team and be sure it goes home with the player.  (see above)
