Tball Guidelines

THIS IS AN INSTRUCTIONAL TIME FOR SKILL DEVELOPMENT

PLEASE FOLLOW THESE SIMPLE GUIDELINES (RULES)

Note: It is recommended coaches pass these rules out to their parents so all are familiar with the rules.
NO PRACTICES FOR THIS LEAGUE. 1 DAY COMMITMENT.
Game day is split into 2 halves. First half Practice. Second half Game.
1.)              Play for fun, not for competition. Make it fun for the kids.
2.)             All games end in a tie; there are no standings kept.
3.)            Bat your roster (unless both coaches agree to something else prior to the game).  Pick up where you left off from inning to inning and game to game.
4.)            If the fielder makes a put-out, the runner does not return to the bench. Three outs will not end an inning.
5.)           Batters should advance one base at a time only, regardless of the length of the hit. The exception is the last batter of each inning who can run around the bases entirely if the hit warrants.
6.)          Closer to the end of the season, if the coach feels a batter is ready, they may pitch to the batter a maximum of 4 pitches before they must use the tee.  If the player is making contact, give the player 2 more pitches and then use the Tee.
7.)           Batters and runners must wear helmets.
8)         Coaches should position players in their appropriate fielding positions (not standing on the bases, not standing in the baseline, etc.).
9)       Up to two coaches are allowed on the field for the team playing the field. 
10)       1st and 3rd base coaches are required for the batting team.
11)              After 1 hour 45 minutes  of practice/game time no new inning should start.
12)       All kids play the field.( Nobody sits out). Players should not play the same position for two consecutive innings.
