Coaches Coordinator Report (John Buck) 
· All teams are playing at TSE

· The varsity players participated in tournaments over the holiday break in Buffalo and at Hobart.
Youth LAX Report (Dave Tegler)

· There is still room for players to participate in the remainder of the goalie training sessions at TSE
· There is a girl’s coach’s clinic on Saturday February 24th from 8am-12 noon at Nazareth.  A RALL meeting will follow the clinic. Dave will be attending.

· BJ has tentatively scheduled a girl’s camp over February break for grades 7-10 (see new business).
