Meeting Summary

The minutes for the May 12th  meeting were not approved due to a discrepancy regarding the purchase of equipment for the newly added girl’s team.   Members took a revote on whether to purchase 2 sets of girl’s goalie equipment and 1 set of boy’s goalie equipment versus one set for each.  Majority voted ‘yes’ to the purchase of 2 sets for girls and 1 set for boys and 200 lacrosse balls.  .  
Treasurer’s Report

· Our present available balance is approximately $3000.00
· The purchase of jerseys is still outstanding for approximately $400.00

· Overview of upcoming expenses:  3 girl’s teams will need $700 for TSE and additional funds for tournaments

· Expectations for the fall registration fees: a total of 6 boy’s teams (2 5 /6 teams, 1 7/8 team 1 JV and 1 varsity) and possibly 3 girl’s teams will be $3000.00 

· Estimated balance after expenses but before registration fees are collected is $870.00

Coaches’ Coordinator Report (John Buck) 
· The 5 / 6 team will participate in the TSE league on Thursdays, beginning June 12th
· The 7 / 8  team will participate in the Rush Henrietta league on Mondays, beginning June 23rd. 

· There will be team from Chili in the U12 league at MCC 
Youth LAX Report (Dave Tegler):

· June 16th is Fun Night for K-6.  The club is sponsoring the snack.
· Black Creek Classic: Gates was the only team to participate.  One game was played at each level: K-2, 3 / 4, and 5/6.  The season ending picnic followed the tournament. 
· Dave asked that the ‘request for any pictures that were taken at the Classic’ be posted on the website, adding that they can be submitted to the club to be posted.   
· The TSE league for 3 / 4 has been cancelled.  
· 3 / 4 will participate in 2 tournaments this summer 
Overall major concern is the lack of winter practice locations.  The search will continue for locations prior to the season (separate from TSE)
Additional report for the girls contributed by BJ Dunham:

· Focus remains  on increasing the numbers/interest in the program

· There will be a JV league on Tuesday/Thursdays in Brighton

· There will be a camp in Pittsford (US LAX membership will be required)

Kris Shamp has paper copies of the flyers and will also pass the electronic copy to Liz.   There will be 2 items:  instructions for the Club Members on collection and flyers that will go out to the community.   
Yearly Calendar 

· Decisions must be made on how to format this, who will create this, and who it will include  

· Mike Preston made a motion to continue to work on the calendar for next year, created by the coaches and youth coordinators 
· New items also welcomed on the website and the site must be updated

· Date for the fall registration still needs to be set 

Additional Items:

· Todd addressed the issue of tryouts versus selection for tournaments, especially at the 5 /6 level due to the large number of players

New Business: 

· Mike Preston was in correspondence with Neil Barton in reference to the turf field.  Per that conversation it doesn’t appear the there will be a turf field in the near future for lacrosse. 

· Portable net issue: a portable net 6’ by 6’ would be about $220: it was agreed that further research of costs will be needed

· Coaches are still needed.  No experience is necessary

· There is still the need for parent volunteers

· Pat requested a preapproval for $100.00 for fees for TSE for a ‘JV’ team.  They will have to play at a lower level.  The Club approved this request; Pat will keep us posted on this league. 
There was a proposal for a separate budget meeting for Board Officers.
