· Emily will continue to coordinate the chicken barbeque.  Several suggestions as to the date were made, nothing confirmed.  A date should be set by mid-February.  This was tabled until the January meeting. 

· The issue of whether it should include the school teams was brought up.  Many suggestions were made; this will also be tabled until the January meeting.

· Dave will pass the schedule of paid times at TSE to Todd to post on the website 
New Business: 
· The Second Annual Alumni Game will be held on Tuesday, December 30th from 8-9 pm at TSE on the big field.  Doug Hemink is the Alumni Coordinator.  Players may be asked to pay a fee to cover the field use.  An invitation will be posted on the club website.    
· The Varsity team participated in the Turkey Shoot at TSE.  Coaches from various colleges were present (i.e. Hobart, Ohio St, Binghamton, Sacred Heart).  It serves as a great opportunity for players to showcase their talents.  

· John and Dave will attend a Chili Youth Lacrosse meeting on November 25th which will be an opportunity to make requests for youth equipment that is in need of replacement. 

· Todd suggested that each team have an equipment/medical box.  Mike Loftus was nominated to coordinate this task.  Suggestions were made as to what would be needed (tape, ice bags, pre-wrap, screwdrivers, etc)    
· The issue of participants playing at multiple levels and paying only one fee was addressed. It will be up to the coaches if there is an additional charge.  Things to consider: lack of enough players in an upper level and pulling players up, fees to charge.   Suggestions were to have a supplemental fee in addition to the registration fee.  

· The board will need to  revise the registration forms (late registration fees, eligibility of refunds, running out of lottery tickets) 

· Girls Coordinator:  Official vote taken and unanimously approved for adding the position of Girls Program Coordinator.  The responsibilities will mirror the Boys Program Coordinator.  

· The by-laws will be amended to include this position.
· The Board voted unanimously to change the following titles:  Coaches Coordinator to Boys Program Coordinator and Youth Coordinator to Boys Youth Coordinator.  The responsibilities will remain the same.
