As many of you know CCLL has been raising funds for the past 2 years in an effort to construct an Indoor Practice Facility at Governor’s Field that would allow year round practice opportunities for all of our players.  Drawings of the project have been posted at Signup Days and 

at the complex.


The consultants who have been helping us with this project so far, 

Keith Shaffer and Peak Consulting Engineers, have recently completed a comprehensive cost estimate of the project.  That figure is $440,000.00. Though that certainly seems like a large amount of money to raise, CCLL has received donations to date in the amount of $220,000.00 dedicated  toward this project.


Interestingly, the majority of the funds received so far have come from individuals with little or no connection to our program.  In order to help this dream become a reality CCLL is now turning to all of the participants in our program and the members of our community to raise the last half of the cost of the project.  If each family involved in this year’s CCLL program (approximately 500) were to donate $100, that alone would raise $50,000.00 – 25% of our remaining goal!


Of course, we continue to look for all possible donors.  And, we are confident that remaining funds necessary for this important project will be realized.
