Board Meeting Minutes

April 8, 2009

The meeting of the Charleston Chill board was called to order by President Pruett at 7:34 p.m. At the Ne-Co Complex on April 8, 2009.  The following people were in attendance – Glen P., John W., Jaimee F., Kevin R.,  Mike F., Monte B., Tab S., and Terina C.  

Glen P. read the minutes from the March board meeting.  All were in favor to approve the March board meeting minutes.  Glen P. Signed and approved meeting minutes.

Kevin R. went over the financial report with the board.  Glen P. turned in receipts to Kevin R. for the Visors, socks and pants.

Kevin R. reported on the status of the upcoming tournaments.  There are currently 20 teams signed up for May and 48 teams to date signed up for June.  For the May tournament we will propose the idea of playing only on Saturday and Sunday.  The rules will remain the same as the past, but will add additional information about “bats” and “protest”.  Tournament shirts will be ordered and we will have MVP shirts.  Glen P. proposed we Pre-order for our teams only.  Kevin R. will take care of ordering the lavatories for the facilities that need them.  

Glen P. went over the concession stand status for the upcoming tournaments.  He will hold a meeting in the near future for all who want to help and be on the concession committee.  Mike F. will have access to 2 enclosed trailers for use of concession stands or supplies at the fields that have no concession stand available.  John W. said he could have one trailer also.  

John W. reported on the progress of the Ne-Co complex and fields.  The “Red” field is not even near ready for play.  It does need a lot of work.  John W. would like to contact the City if no one objects and address the issues of the fields, bathrooms and the need for a trash reciprocal so that the upstairs of the complex can be cleaned out.  All ceiling tile has been put in place in the upstairs and things are moving along.
