Minutes of General Meeting

July 14, 2009

Meeting called to order by Leesa Amon, Advisor at 6:30 p.m.

President’s Report: (Dyke Huish out of town on business).

Advisor’s Report:  Camp starts @ Soka University on Thursday, July 23rd.  All pep squad members must arrive no later than 1:00 p.m.  They should be dressed for pictures if at all possible (“I made it” t-shirt & gold/yellow soffe shorts with white cheer shoes).  This outfit is for photo to be used in the football program.  Check with team captains for hair requirements.
We are checking in to a different location than last year.  Leesa will tell us when it is determined.  Due to construction at Soka, we probably turn right at guard shack instead of left to go to dorm.  Parents are asked to drop your pepster, help unload, and stay to help unpack if you’d like.  Pack light!!!  Pep squad members will receive a backpack & sweatshirt as their camp gifts from Boosters (that’s us parents!).  

You may bring snacks & small cooler with drinks for your room – check with suitemates to decide who is bringing what & coordinate!  

**Leesa would like 1 easy-up per team for the field.  We currently have 4.  Please let her know if you have one we can utilize.  The person should drive to the field early on Thursday (or after drop off), and set up the easy-up (Capo teams should be all together).  Each team needs to provide 2 coolers for the field (one filled with ice/water, one filled with Gatorade).  Please no soda or energy drinks!!  Check with your squad rep. to volunteer for these items.  Drinks & ice should be refilled both Friday & Saturday mornings.

Please put names on all of your pep squad member’s clothing, shoes, etc.  Everyone has the same items so this will help!  

***Please go to www.usspiritleaders.com and download medical release form for camp.  Please bring this to next Tuesday’s practice (21st) and give to Leesa.  You must have this done to participate in camp.  Log into the site, go to camp information, then forms.  

If you need to send medication, please complete on the form.  Please provide special notification for allergies (bees), insulin, etc.  If a bee allergy is known, you may want to bring an epi pen.  All girls should bring advil or ibuprofen, icy hot, and any braces needed for all day workouts.    

The girls will not receive any food until dinner on Thursday around 6:00 p.m.  Please make sure they have eaten lunch prior to arriving at 1:00!

They will need to be on the field ready to go by 3:00.  This will follow our Capo team pictures taken by the reflection pond.  Everyone should be prepared to meet at the pond at approximately 1:30 p.m. dressed & ready to go.  Again, squad reps or captains will provide information.  Captains will also provide a list of clothing items for camp during the prior week.  
Mandatory Practices:  If you miss a mandatory practice in July or anytime, you will have to make up hours.  The only excused absence is serious illness. 

Summer Expectations:  All members should be tumbling, running, training, dancing throughout the summer.  This is in addition to Capo practices.  It is the coaches’ discretion to remove someone from competing if they feel they are not prepared.

Pancake Breakfast for Football:  To help football boosters, all cheer/song teams are asked to participate in the breakfast. Directory Ads:  Lisa Reid distributed packets for directory ads.  All artwork must be camera ready and turned in by September 1st.  All checks for these ads & the banners must be made out to “CHVS Pep Boosters”.  

Treasurer Report:  Kathy Thomas reported that the school district voted that all booster clubs must complete paperwork to be considered a non-profit corporation.  Again, all accounts should be paid through July prior to camp.  We will also receive discounts for competitions if we pre-pay fees in August.  Cheryl Badley will keep us informed.
