Minutes of General Meeting

June 9, 2009

Meeting called to order by Leesa Amon, Advisor at 6:30 p.m.

Leesa introduced the new Pep Squad Executive Board.  Dyke Huish (absent) is our new president, Bev Naglestad returns as vice president ways & means, Eileen Parsons is our new recording secretary,  Dana Bacopulos, hospitality, Kathy Thomas, treasurer.  

Karen Crocker is the assistant treasurer who collects all pep squad payments and is in charge of the p.o. box deposits.

Directory:  Lisa Reid in charge with assistance from Bev Naglestad.  We will begin selling ads as of July 15th.  Approximately 80% of profit goes directly into your pepster’s account.  Lisa will have a list of previously sold ads and people who sold them at the next meeting.  Those people will have first priority to sell a returning ad.  The directory is distributed at “Back to School” night.  If you are interested in receiving a directory packet with sales info., please inform Lisa Reid.

Hospitality Report:  Dana Bacopulos reported the committee is working on camp gifts.  Sizes were turned in via e-mails.  Michelle Jeffries reported that the girls will be making their own door poster decorations for camp.  They will be given materials/directions to begin.
Treasurer Report:  Kathy Thomas reported a breakdown of payments.  Each pepster owes $300 for the month of June.  You can pay at the Booster meetings or send to the P.O. Box.  If you have a previous credit, you can apply it to the payment.  Regarding the remaining month’s payments, please check the website for an exact amount per squad.  Each squad’s monthly payments are different.  We have a tentative budget and are waiting for final amounts from asb, district, etc.  If you would like to pay your entire bill in advance, you may definitely do that.  Please talk to Kathy or Karen if you have any questions regarding payments or billing.  

New Volunteer Policy:  If you are a returning volunteer and have already completed forms, fingerprinting, etc., you simply need to go to the school district for a photo volunteer badge.  The district will have times posted in August to receive your i.d. badge.  You simply go to the district with a photo i.d., such as a driver’s license, and they will point you in the right direction.  Check the website over the summer for additional information.  You need a volunteer badge if you plan to have more involvement with any or all pep squad members other than a one-time date such as working our Capo competition. Upcoming Grades/Academics:  Advisor Leesa Amon announced that final grades are coming next week.  Grades in June will determine eligibility for squads.  All pep squad members must earn a 2.5 and above to participate during the year.  If a member does not have the grades, she will be placed on “academic probation” until January.  If you don’t bring up grades by that time, you will be removed from the squad.  Academic probation is non-refundable and a 1-time option.  You may not use it over and over each year.  There are no 2nd opportunities once you fail to raise your grades.  This does not affect the majority of our cheer/songleaders.  Attending summer school does not remove you from “academic probation” any longer.  Summer school is for remediation only.
