Directions to Davis Park


**Parents of Junior Pee Wee Football players should use the parking lots accessed from the Davis Park entrance on Paul Road.


Davis Park from I-490 W: Exit I-490 at Chili-Center, Exit #5. Turn left and go south on Rte.386, Chili-Center Coldwater Rd. Turn right (west) on Chestnut Ridge Rd. Chestnut Ridge Rd stops at Paul Rd. JR. Pee Wee players, turn left on Paul Rd. Look for the entrance to Davis Park on the right. Others turn right on Paul Rd. and then take the second left onto Chestnut Ridge Rd. Look for the entrance to the Park on the left side of the road, before the bridge over the railroad tracks.  


Davis Park from I-490 E: Exit I-490 at North Chili/West Chili, Exit #4. Go South on Rte. 259 to the light at Rte. 33A, Chili Ave. Turn left (east) on Chili Ave. Turn left on Chestnut Ridge Road (after the school). Turn right into Davis Park just after the bridge over the railroad tracks. Jr. Pee Wee players stay on Chestnut Ridge until it ends at Paul Rd. Turn right on Paul Rd. The park entrance is on the right side.

**Week One Reminders**


Week 1 practice at Davis Park, *No pads* players should report with their helmets, cleats, athletic supporter and lots of water.


Cheerleaders report with shorts or sweatpants. No jeans or pants with pockets. No t-shirts with pockets or bathing suits are allowed.


Parents should be prepared to attend a “team meeting” during the first week of practice. 


All children must be picked up at the playing field – not the parking lot. Notify your Team Mom should you not be staying for Practice with your child.  Should there be an injury or poor weather, we need to know your whereabouts.   


Any child not picked up within 15 minutes of the end of practice will be turned over to the police as an abandoned child

Practices can be cancelled at any time if lightening is observed or if the heat index becomes too high. Because a practice may be cancelled without notice, it is the parent’s responsibility to be present to retrieve their child as players will not be allowed to remain at the fields.
