Parent Volunteers
Mrs. Howard is our Varsity Parent Liaison to the football program.  We are looking for a Junior Varsity parent to step up to be the Junior Varsity Liaison.  

The program encourages all the parents involved to volunteer their time.  There is a mandatory volunteer service and that is the concession stand.  Varsity parents will work JV games and JV parents will work varsity games.  There are no exceptions to this rule.

College Recruiting

Every year Coach Hurd is in contact with over 100 college coaches about the players on this team.  In our first four years, we have already had five players offered full division 1 and 2 scholarships, and several others moving on to play at the division 3 level.

Also, make sure you son knows that every college that comes in asks for the students grades and SAT scores first before they talk about anything athletically.
