The Comet Intro features a wide open-faced profile for easy catching the young player as well as flat style scoop for easy pick-up. The stick has a blue and purple floral handle. NOT LEGAL FOR NCAA PLAY!



	These next three sticks would be good for 5-8
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The deBeer Myssy lacrosse stick is the perfect stick for the beginning player. Featuring a large catching area and our Mid-V scoop for increased accuracy in passing and catching. deBeer's transverse sidewall improves balance. The lacrosse stick offers maximum ball stop area for improved catching. Great stick for the player just starting to learn the game. The Myssy comes on the Aluminum Proflex shaft which is a lighter traditional women's size handle in an octagonal shape. The color is silver. The Trakker pocket allows the beginner to focus on developing skills and not worry about having to adust the string.
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New, aggressive entry level lacrosse stick. Lower sidewalls, not typically found in an entry level stick, allow for larger pocket. Flatter style scoop for easier ground ball pick ups. Wide open pocket profile for easy catching. The Racy is on the AL 6000 shaft which is platinum, but with purple and pink graphics on the shaft.
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The STX® Comet Intro women's lacrosse Stick with AL6000 shaft is an entry-level stick for aggressive players. The open-faced profile allows for easy catching, and the higher sidewalls enable ball retention and control. The flatter-style scoop enables easier ground pickups. Comes with precision pocket stringing and an AL6000 shaft. Note: This handle length does not meet specifications for high school and college play.
