I. Divisions: U10 Coed, U13 Coed, U15 Boys, U15 Girls
II. Number of players per team: 

U10: 12 Players    8v8 format   Minimum of 3 female

U13: 14 Players    8v8 format   Minimum of 3 female

U15: 18 Players   11v11 format Minimum of 4 female

III. Ball Size, Game Length and Rules:

U10 and U13: Size 4 Ball; Two 25 minute halves
U17: Size 5 Ball; Two 30 minute halves
Game time is forfeit time. Extenuating circumstances backed by a phone call can be accepted. Teams would have a thirty (30) minute grace period, from game time, before forfeiture would be declared.

Off sides – will be called in all levels
Throw-ins – No second change during the tournament

Substitutions – teams may substitute on possession throw-ins and any goal kick

Players cannot play recreation soccer and travel soccer in the same season.

There will be 3 referees for U13 and U17 games.

There will be 2 referees for U10 games.

IV. Selection of Players and Coaches

Coaches:
All coaches will nominate a coach to coach their age group’s all star team. Coaches are not allowed to nominate themselves. Once these nominations are complete, the coaches with the most nominations will be the coaches’ pool from which the Program Coordinator will select the coaches. 

Coaches (cont’d)

Each all-star team will have two coaches. One coach will be from the boys division of that age group (U10, U13) and one from the girls division. Head Coach will be awarded to whichever coach that was selected had the best regular season record. The selected coaches will need to commit to coaching this all-star team from the end of the recreation league’s post-season tournaments through December 6th (excluding the Thanksgiving holiday.) If the selected coach cannot commit to this schedule, then the next highest nominated coach will have the opportunity, and so on. 

Players: 

Players will be selected through a pool as well. Coaches will nominate a certain number of players from their own team.

U10 and U13: Each coach will nominate 3 players from their roster.

Referees will nominate players as well. Their nominations will have no basis of team, whether a boys or girls division, etc. These nominations will then create the players’ pool from which the program coordinator will select the players for the all-star team. 
The selected players (and their parents) will need to commit to playing for this all-star team from the end of the recreation league’s post-season tournaments through December 6th (excluding the Thanksgiving holiday.) If a selected player cannot commit to this schedule, then the next highest nominated player will have the opportunity, and so on. 
V. Practice and Game Dates
Practices will begin immediately following the end of the recreation league’s post season tournaments (Nov. 7th.) Practices will take place on Mondays, Tuesdays and Thursdays with the coach’s option to hold a practice on Fridays as well beginning November 9th and ending November 24th. 

If your team wins the district championship, then practice will continue for one additional week, excluding November 26th or November 27th (Thanksgiving holidays.)

There will be a $25 fee associated with participating on the all-star team. This helps the recreation department with the purchase of all-star uniforms, referee and event fees.
