DRAFT  

A.
There will be a series of coaches’ meetings for this season. Coaches must attend at least TWO meetings. All coaches must attend either July 24th and/or August 6th as well as you must attend a mandatory coaches’ clinic August 13th and/or August 19th. NAYS Coaches’ Certification will be required for all head soccer coaches. 
B.
For the purpose of being fair to all participants and coaches, all new players in their assigned age group will go through a draft. All drafts are at Clover Community Park. The drafts are as follows:
U13 Boys and Girls: Saturday, August 15th, Boys: 9am, Girls: 10:30am
U10 Boys and Girls: Saturday, August 15th, Boys: 11:45am, Girls: 1:00pm
U15 Boys and Girls: Tuesday, August 18th, Boys and Girls: 6:30pm

The coaches will contact the players about their team and practice after this date by Monday, August 17th.  If no coach has been confirmed, the recreation department will contact you with team and practice information by Wednesday, August 19th.
C.
Exemption(s):  Carpooling exemptions are not allowed for U8 and above divisions.
1. Head coach son/daughter
2. Sibling(s)

3. Relative that is the reason a coach is coaching (ex. An uncle is coaching for his nephew)

D.
All returning players, from the previous season (spring season), have a choice of going back to their previous assigned team or going through the draft; HOWEVER, registration is first come, first serve. To ensure you play for the same team as last year, sign up as soon as registration begins. Teams will fill up fast!
PLAYER EQUIPMENT

A.
A player shall not wear anything that is dangerous to another player. (Ex. Unpadded wrist cast, watches, earrings, etc.).
B.
The goalkeeper shall wear a different color shirt than the other players.

C.
The players may wear shoes with soft, plastic cleats or sneakers.  No replaceable football or spikes allowed.

D.
Shin guards are mandatory (may be purchased at any sporting goods store, Wal-Mart, K-mart, etc.)
E.
Recreation Dept. will supply several balls.  Players may want to purchase their personal practice ball and place his/her name of their ball.

F.
A Mouthpiece is not required; however, Clover Recreation recommends that all players wear one.

PRACTICES/GAMES
A.
Soccer practices shall begin the week of August 17th. Practices scheduled by Clover Recreation can be weekdays or Saturdays.  Coaches may schedule different practice days other than our schedule, but must schedule through the Recreation Department. IMPORTANT: the practice schedule given to each coach is good through Friday, September 11th. After that, practices must be scheduled by a coach through Clover Recreation. 
B.
Soccer games will begin Saturday, September 12th; the regular season shall end by the week of 

November 2nd. There will be a tournament for the U8, U10 and U13 divisions. Pending registration numbers and amount of teams in the area, there will be a tournament for the U15 Coed division.
C.
All regularly scheduled games for all divisions may be played Monday, Tuesday, Thursday or Saturday. Make up games will be scheduled on the next available date following a cancellation/postponement. These games may be played on Wednesday/Friday evenings, Saturday or Sunday afternoons.  
**More details on schedules will be available at the Coaches’ Clinic August 13th once registration and drafts are complete and we know how many players we will have.

MISCELLANEOUS
Picture Button Sales: These can be purchased from the recreation department approximately a week after pictures have been taken.  The cost of the button will be 2 for $5.  We will only have buttons for players that take individual pictures on picture day.

T-shirt sales: Each team will have an order form to order team t-shirts for parents or sibling (the players uniform is included with the registration fee).  This will be a t-shirt in the same color as your child’s team with a Clover Soccer logo.  If a team purchases 20 or more t-shirt then the head coach of the team can pick a logo for the t-shirts.  The cost of the t-shirts will be $10 for S-XL, $11 for XXL and $12 for XXXL.  The deadline to order shirts will be August 28th. 
Kate’s Pre Season Skate: Friday August 28th starting at 5pm. Passes will be given out during registration or through your coach after registration is over.  Each pass will get the players and their family and friend into the rink for free.
FEES

A.
The registration fee is $40 per player and it covers the players’ jersey, socks, officials, equipment, field usage and any maintenance.  The fee does not include shorts, shoes, shin guards, trophies, or a banquet.
