· Holyrood HS – New Indoor Hall. 1 sand based

· Forrestines: New Indoor Hall, 1x 3G, 1x Sand based, 2x Grass

· Tynecastle: Indoor Hall, 1x Sand based

· Craigroyston: Indoor Hall, 1x Sand Based, 2x Grass

Following a recent announcement by City of Edinburgh Council’s Children & Families Dept that the cost of hiring school facilities will increase by around 25%, ClubSportEdinburgh has received several complaints from local clubs on the impact this will have on their ability to continue their programmes.
