Purpose of report
1.To inform the committee of the progress made to date with ClubSportEdinburgh and proposals for its future direction. 

Main Report
2. ClubSportEdinburgh was created in June 2007 to represent the voice of sports clubs in the City and replace the previous Edinburgh District Sports Council which has been dormant for some time; membership is open to all Edinburgh-based sports clubs and organisations.
3. The purpose of the group is to create interest and participation in sport and   physical recreation, to coordinate and promote the work of various sports clubs in  Edinburgh.
4.  In May 2007 all Edinburgh Sports Clubs were invited to attend an initial meeting and over forty clubs were represented on the day. From this meeting an Executive Committee was selected that included a chair, vice chair, secretary and treasurer plus five other club representatives. In addition, places on the committee were also offered to Lothian Disability Sport, South East Sports Facility Project and a representative from the Children & Families department. 
5. The Executive Committee have now met on five occasions, a constitution has been agreed and future application for charitable status will be considered by the committee. A temporary website has been set up offering a wide range of information and downloads to clubs - www.clubsportedinburgh.btik.com  and if additional funding is secured a more professional site will be commissioned to promote all club related activities.
6. The Executive Committee will receive reports and recommendations from sports clubs within Edinburgh on all issues concerning sport and will liaise with and lobby City of Edinburgh Council and Edinburgh Leisure on all matters relating to the development of sport and physical activity in the city.
7. The group is supported by the Club Development Officers from City of Edinburgh Council and Edinburgh Leisure.

8. In July 2007 ClubSportEdinburgh’s chairperson was appointed to the board of Edinburgh Leisure to take the place previously held by the old District Sports Council. 
9. ClubSportEdinburgh will encourage good management and an awareness of Child Protection and Health and Safety in sports clubs by arranging training courses to provide committees, coaches and volunteers with the skill sets recognised as necessary to perform the duties required for coaching, running a sports club and organising sporting events.
10. Although ClubSportEdinburgh have still to be officially launched over twenty clubs have already affiliated to the organisation covering a wide range of sports that currently include athletics, american football, baseball, basketball, croquet,  football, hockey, judo, sailing, squash, swimming, tae kwon do, trampolining and tennis.
11. Affiliation in the first year is free to encourage as many of the city’s 400+ clubs as possible to join up. Planned activities for 2008 include:
· In April 2008 the official launch will take place, hopefully involving local sporting personalities and ClubSportEdinburgh will also have a presence at the Activcity carnival at Meggetland. 
· First Annual General Meeting planned for May 13th 2008.
· A series of workshops to include Club Development, Child Protection and First Aid for sports volunteers
· Regular meetings of the Executive Committee.
· Continue to seek opportunities to profile the organisations aims and objectives.
