Zorian Wood Wars Tournament Rules

1.  American Legion Rules, DH for Pitcher Only, No Re-Entry, Ten Run Rule after 5 innings.

2.  Game results must be phoned in by the Home Team to the Burlington Free Press 802-660-1884

3.  7 inning games

4.  Wood and composite bats only 

5.  Teams must provide 3 Game Balls Per Game.

6.  No protest during the tournament.  

7.  Home team will be Assigned In the Schedule,  Coin Flip is Used in the Playoff Games

8.  Time limit : No time limit. Games must be completed. 

9.  No tie games.

10.  Infield warm-ups - All teams are encouraged to warm-up as much as possible before game time.   PRE-GAME INFIELD FOR FIRST GAME OF THE DAY ONLY!!!

11.  NO Batting Practice on the field, Use Hitting Cages.

12.  For games at Centennial..........NO CLEATS IN THE BATTING CAGES!!!

13.  Teams must chase foul balls on their respective side of the field.

14.  Tournament director shall have final decision on all tournament questions. 

15.  Ejections of player and coach are for the duration of that game only.

16.  A second ejection will also be an ejection for the remainder of the tournament.

17.  Physical contact of officials or fighting will mean the ejection of team for tournament plus forfeiture of tournament fees

18.  Games will all be played, if it rains your game will be rescheduled and you must play it when it is rescheduled.

19.  Four game guarantee (if you play less than 3 games you will receive a $50 refund)

20.  The host committee is responsible for umpires.

21.  Home Team is the official book.

22.  Tournament tie breaking formula: Should ties occur between the teams, division standings will be decided according to the following priorities:

1. The team with the best win-loss record in the game(s) between or among the tied teams will place higher in the standings.

2. If the tie persists, , the placement of teams will be dictated by the ratio of number of runs scored per offensive inning .If the tie still persists, the placement of teams will be dictated by the ratio of number of runs against per defensive inning.

3. If the tie still persists, the team having the best win-loss record in games played versus the highest placed team not in the tie, followed by comparison against the next highest placed team, etc … will be place higher in the standings.
