Top 10 Rules for Parents

1. Parents must always remain calm and respectful toward the ref.  At times when it seems that the ref is unjustifiably biased it is especially important to remain calm as our attitude very much affects the boy’s capacity to concentrate and play.  

2. Parents should show support for players by yelling ONLY positive remarks that are geared towards the whole team.  When the team scores it is important to acknowledge everyone as it is truly a team effort.  Please try to compliment all the boys not just your own child.  

3. Please remain courteous to parents of the opposing team.  Do not yell anything derogatory at the other teams players or parents.  We recognize that at times this may be a challenge.

4. By no means shall any parent yell at their child for a missed play.

5. Even more importantly, parents may not yell or show disappointment towards other peoples children.  Please refrain from “come on _____________, get the ball” or “oh no not like that”…. Mistakes will be made and that’s how the boys will learn.  Please allow the coaches to correct, suggest and encourage the players to do their best.  Let the coaches do the coaching.

6. If the team is in a slump (and at some point that may happen), allow them to work it out with the coaches. Lets remember to encourage and support them through the tough times and always keep in mind that they are only 10 years old.

7. Please respect the coach’s request to arrive early (as best as possible) prior to a game.

8. Coaches will sub and move players around on the field as they see fit.  

9. Parents will notify the coaches if there is a conflict or illness that prevents a player from not attending practice and/or games.  

10. Please remember to keep the lines of communication open.
