  After three games, 72 teams are seeded #1-72 and placed into 18 four-team pools again by overall seeding (e.g. #1-4, #5-8, etc.) 

  #1 plays #4, #2 plays #3, etc. (1 game) 

  winners play, losers play, etc. (1 game) 

Championship Round
  After five games, 72 teams will be seeded #1-72 and the top 32 will advance to the single-elimination championship round with the other 36 teams playing consolation games

  32 teams reduced to eight teams by day's end (possible two games / team)
