CONSTITUTION 
of the

ENDZONE CLUB

Article I – Name
The Name of this organization shall be the John B. Connally High School Endzone Booster Club, known as the "Endzone Club”, a non-profit organization.  John B. Connally High School of the Pflugerville Independent School District is located at 13212 North Lamar Blvd., Austin, Texas 78753.
Article II –  Purpose
The purpose Endzone Club shall be:
1.
To function as a Satellite Club of the Connally Athletic Boosters (CAB) as defined in Article III of the CAB Constitution.

2.
To encourage and support the Cougar Football student athlete and the Cougar Football program of  John B. Connally High School. 

3.
To foster and encourage the spirit of good sportsmanship in Cougar Football activities.

4.
To serve as the primary fundraiser for Cougar Football.  Fundraising activities include, but 
are not limited to concessions, merchandise, events, and parent sponsorships.  Business 
sponsorship of CHS Athletics is a joint fundraising activity to be coordinated through 
CAB.

5.
To use its income exclusively for educational purposes either directly or by contribution.

6. Have an officer attend all CAB meetings to report on the Endzone Club’s affairs, and participate in CAB affairs.

7. To deposit all funds raised into a CAB specified bank account for the benefit of the Endzone Club and provide sufficient documentation to evidence disbursements conforming with the PISD Policies governing such activities.  Provide periodic (not less than quarterly) reporting of financial activity and account balances to its membership and CAB in a format acceptable to the CAB Treasurer.  

8. Participate with the CAB Treasurer in production of the CAB annual tax return.

Article III – Membership
Endzone Club membership shall be available to anyone desiring to participate in an organized program to support Pflugerville Independent School District students attending John B. Connally High School, and meets the qualifications as defined in Section I of the Bylaws.  Membership may be voting or non-voting, as defined in Section I of the Bylaws.

Article IV – Authority
Each voting member in good standing as defined in the Endzone Club Bylaws shall have one (1) vote in the election of officers and in the amending of this Constitution or the organizational Bylaws.  The members must be present to cast a vote.  Voting by proxy shall not be permitted.

Article V – Board and Officers 
The Endzone Club Board is comprised of the officers and ex-officio members of this organization.  

1. The officers of the Endzone Club shall be the President, Vice President, Secretary, and Treasurer, and shall be elected by the voting membership as defined in Section II of the Endzone Club Bylaws.  

2. The Head Football Coach  shall serve as ex-officio member of the Endzone Club Board, or in their absence, a designated representative of the Cougar Football Staff as authorized by the Head Football Coach.  This representative from Connally High School should be present at all Endzone Club meetings.

No more than one Endzone Club officer may serve as a CAB Officer.

The officers shall perform their duties as defined in Sections III of the Bylaws.

Article VI - Committees
From time to time, the Endzone Club Officers may find it necessary to establish committees to investigate and make recommendations to the Endzone Club Board, as well as facilitate fund raising activities.  The procedure for selecting committee members shall be as defined in Section IV of the Bylaws. 

Article VII – Meetings
Regular meetings of the Endzone Club membership shall be held a minimum of once each quarter or more frequently as deemed necessary and as called by the President.  Such meetings are open to the general membership.  
The Endzone Club Board shall meet or communicate each month. 

Special meetings may be called by any Endzone Club Officer with the concurrence of the Head Football Coach.
Voting members present at a regular meeting or special meeting constitute a quorum.

Article VIII – Bylaws
This organization shall adopt Bylaws to define the authorities of and restriction on officers, committee members, voting members and non-voting members.  These shall comply with University Interscholastic League and Pflugerville Independent School District Guidelines.

Article IX – Amendments
This Constitution and the Bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the membership by a two thirds (2/3) vote of the voting members present, provided notification has been given as defined in Section V of the Bylaws.

Article XI
This Constitution shall be effective June 1, 2007.

These are the bylaws of the John B. Connally High School Endzone Booster Club, known as the "Endzone Club”, a non-profit organization, governing its operations.  John B. Connally High School (CHS) of the Pflugerville Independent School District is located at 13212 North Lamar Blvd., Austin, Texas 78753..

Section I - Membership

A. Qualifications:

1. Voting Members in good standing:

a.
Must have paid annual or lifetime dues.

b.
Must have attained legal voting age in the State of Texas.

c.
Must have a current or incoming Cougar Football player.
2. Non-Voting Members include:

a.
Former Cougar Football players and their parents

b.
Interested community members living or having business interest within the attendance zone for CHS

c.
Must have paid the annual dues for a non-voting membership.
B. Termination of Membership:

A member can be terminated from membership, with cause, by a majority vote of the members in good standing in a meeting at which it is an agenda item.

1. Just cause includes:
a.

Violation of any provision of these bylaws or the Endzone Club Constitution.
b.
Violation of PISD or UIL rules. 

c.

Conduct dishonoring or disgracing the Endzone Club or CHS.
C. Membership Year:

The membership year shall begin June 1 and end May 31. 
Section II – Election of Officers
Endzone Club Officers shall be elected by a majority vote of the Endzone Club members present and voting at any meeting where the election of Officers is an item on the agenda for the meeting.  Although not mandatory, Officer elections most likely would occur at the first Endzone Club meeting of the Membership Year.
Section III - Terms of Office, Duties and Vacancies

The Officers, as defined in the Endzone Club Constitution, are the President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.
A.
Term of Office

Initially, a President shall be elected to a one year term.  The Vice President shall be elected to a two year term and shall become President for the second year of the two year term commitment.  The Secretary and Treasurer shall be elected to one year terms for each Membership Year.
B. Duties of Elected Officers

l.
President
The President shall preside at all Endzone Club meetings and Endzone Club Board meetings and shall have general supervision of the affairs of the Endzone Club, including the Endzone Club’s compliance with UIL rules, oversight of Endzone Club Officers, and coordination with the Head Football Coach, CHS and PISD officials regarding Endzone Club matters.
2.
Vice President
In the absence of the President, shall function as such.  Coordinates activities between the Endzone Club and Connally Athletic Boosters (CAB), including publicity and joint fundraising efforts, if any.
3. 
Secretary
Acts as membership and communication officer; keeps membership records including email lists, phone numbers, and addresses;  keeps minutes of meetings; publishes Endzone Club meeting and event notices, and attends to Endzone Club correspondence.
4.
Treasurer
The Treasurer shall be responsible for all Endzone Club funds.  All funds shall be deposited in a CAB specified bank account.  The Treasurer shall present a report of Endzone Club finances at each regularly scheduled Endzone Club meeting for review by the membership.  The report shall be attached to the minutes of the meeting.
Withdrawal requests will be provided to the CAB Treasurer including sufficient documentation to evidence disbursements conforming with the PISD Policies governing such activities.  Both the President’s and the Treasurer’s signatures shall be required on all requests for cash or for an amount over $500.  
The Treasurer shall be responsible for participating in the preparation and filing of the annual Federal Not-for-Profit tax return for CAB, which will include the Endzone Club.

C. Vacancies:

1.
Should a vacancy occur in the office of President, the Vice President shall assume the office of President for the remainder of the term of office as well as the second year of the two year term.

2.
Vacancies in any elected office other than President shall be filled by a majority vote of the Endzone Club members present at a Endzone Club meeting where the election of replacement Officer(s) is an agenda item, for the remaining term of that office.
3.
Endzone Club Officers may declare an office vacant if the elected Officer does not attend at least 50% of Endzone Club Board meetings and Endzone Club meetings or misses three (3) consecutive meetings. 
Section IV - Committees

Temporary committees may be formed by a majority vote of the Endzone Club Board.  Members of such a committee shall be nominated by the membership and approved by the Endzone Club Board.  Chairpersons of the committee shall be elected within the committee. Committees shall expire at the end of the Membership Year unless extended by the Endzone Club Board.

Section V - Amendment of Constitution or Bylaws

The Endzone Club Constitution or Bylaws may be amended by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the Endzone Club voting members at a meeting which includes such an agenda item and meets the following:

A membership vote to change any part of the Constitution or Bylaws may be called for by a majority vote of the Endzone Club Board by any of the following:

a.
Notifying the voting membership of a meeting called for such purpose such notice to be made at least two (2) weeks and no more than three (3) weeks prior to such meeting;
or

b.
Notifying the voting membership during a regularly scheduled Endzone Club meeting of the upcoming special meeting called for the purpose of such amendment(s), which special meeting will be held at least two (2) weeks and no more than three (3) weeks after such regular meeting;


or

c.
Notifying the voting membership during a regularly scheduled Endzone Club meeting that such an amendment(s) will be an agenda item at the next regularly scheduled Endzone Club meeting.
Section VI

These Bylaws shall be effective June 1, 2007.
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
