ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS AND TEAM STANDARDS

1. PRESEASON REQUIREMENTS

A. A student must have a current physical evaluation form submitted.

B. A student must submit a signed parent permission form.

C. A student must submit a signed “Requirements for making the team” form.

D. A student must have paid the ECA fee.

E. A student must submit a signed “Team standards” form.

F. A student must submit a signed “Transportation” form.

2. ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY
A. A student must maintain a 2.0 GPA with no more than one failing grade in a marking period in order to participate in athletic contests or practices during the next marking period.  Grades earned in Saturday or night school does not have any effect on the student’s athletic eligibility.

B. Grades will be checked approximately every two weeks, or whenever they are updated online, in order to monitor progress.
C. Report cards will be checked on the day that they are issued to ensure eligibility.

3. ATTENDANCE
A. Participation in an athletic event or practice requires students to attend all of their classes on the day of practice or event.  Students who have pre-approved activities, such as a medical appointment, court appearance, driver’s exam, or religious observance will be permitted to participate on the day of the absence.  
B. Unexcused absences or tardiness to class or a team functions are sufficient reason for declaring a student ineligible at any time.  The coach in consultation with the Athletic director will determine the date and term of ineligibility.

C. Students who are enrolled in a Physical education class must participate in class on the day of practice or a contest. Violation of this will result in the student not practicing or competing that day.

4. ALCOHOL, ILLEGAL DRUGS, TOBACCO, WEAPONS
A. Any student who uses illegal drugs, alcohol, tobacco, or who has any type of weapon on campus is subject to any and all Clarksburg High School and MCPS policies.  This could possibly result in suspension, dismissal, and possible expulsion from school.

5. TEAM STANDARDS

The student will:

A. Maintain good academic standing and scholastic eligibility according to MCPS and CHS policies.

B. Display behavior that will add to the good name of the CHS athletic department.

C. Attend all practices, meetings, games, and team functions unless ill or given prior permission by the coach.

D. Comply with all CHS and MCPS policies.

E. Display outstanding sportsmanship at all times.
