CVCC: Shan Basley, Brian Alder, Hayden sign scholarships with Peach Belt Conference programs
Basley, Alder going to CSU

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Chattahoochee Valley Community College had three athletes sign scholarships Tuesday with Peach Belt Conference programs.
In women’s basketball, sophomore guard Shantoria Basley signed with Columbus State. The baseball team had two players sign: left-handed pitcher Hayden Martin picked Georgia College and State University, and right-handed closer Brian Alder also signed with CSU.
Basley, who coach Dusty Perdue called “our everything,” averaged 12.6 points and 4.4 assists per game last season. Basley is expected to make an immediate impact for the Cougars, who are rebuilding with five freshmen this season. 

“CVCC has helped me see what college basketball is about,” Basley said. “I won’t be as nervous (at CSU) as I would be if I were a freshman.”
Alder, a sidearm closer who played at Troup County, went 8-1 last season for the Pirates. He had 8 saves. Alder, who is 6-foot-8, said Columbus State was always his top choice.
“They have a really good program,” Alder said. “The coach said he could use me, and I want to play when I get there.”
CVCC coach Adam Thomas said Alder was the most dominant closer in the region.
“When he comes into the game,” Thomas said, “the game’s over. He’s just been that dominant.”
Martin, who Thomas said was highly recruited out of high school, has had a difficult path leading up to Tuesday’s signing.
The left-handed relief pitcher tore his anterior cruciate ligament in his right knee (landing leg) his senior year of high school, making him miss the fall last year for the Pirates. Thomas and Martin both admit the 19-year-old should have probably taken a redshirt last season.
Instead, Martin played. He said he was scared at first.
“I was very skeptical about landing,” he said. “But I gained some confidence after a while.”
Martin said he chose Georgia College and State University because of the playing time.
“They won their conference last year,” he said. “And they’re running low on left-handed pitchers.”
With the Pirates scheduling this season, CVCC will need five starters it can rely on. The initial thought is that Martin and Alder will pitch in relief, but Martin could move into a starting position if necessary.
