	35-foot pitching distance.

	Section II
	There will be no walks.

	Section III
	Unlimited foul balls allowed.

	Section IV
	6S Only 

1. All players will get three (3) pitches from their coach and then two (2) swings off a Batting T. 

2. After five (5) swings their at bat is over. 

3. The player “pitcher” will play defense at the pitching rubber. See diagram A – Article IV – Defensive Position
4. The batter and/or base runner may advance a maximum of two (2) bases on any ball hit in fair territory and may not advance on an overthrow.

	Section V
	8S Only

	
	The pitcher will throw until:

1. the batter hits a fair ball or 

2. the count reaches three (3) balls. 

	
	Upon reaching three (3) balls, the offensive coach will then assume the balance of the count and be allowed the corresponding amount of pitches. Coach inherits:

1. 3-0 count, allowed up to 3 pitches

2. 3-1 count, allowed up to 2 pitches

3. 3-2 count, allowed 1 pitch

	
	The coach may pitch from a closer than 35 feet if necessary to allow the player to hit the pitch.

	
	The umpire will continue to call balls and strikes until a fair ball is hit, the batter strikes out, or the allowed number of pitches is thrown (except for third strike fouls). 

	
	The following are the only options for the batter once the coach assumes the count: 

1. called out on strikes either swinging or not, 

2. hit a fair playable ball, or 

3. be called out after the coach has used all allowable pitches.

	
	Ball that hits the offensive coach will be declared a dead ball and will be ruled as if it were foul.

	
	Coach "pitcher" may not coach base runners at anytime.

	
	Coaches will umpire weekday games, umpires will be provided for Saturday games.

	
	The batter and/or base runner may advance a maximum of two (2) bases on any ball hit in fair territory and may not advance on an overthrow.

	55-foot bases.

	Article III - Games/Innings/Season

	Section I
	The game will be stopped at 1 hour and 20 minutes regardless of which team batted first. (1 hour for fall ball).

	Section II
	Games shall be considered complete after three (3) complete innings of play or one-hour playing time due to weather or darkness (Including light failure).

	Section III
	If either team does not have ten (10) players at game time, either or both teams may play with less than ten (10) players.

	Section IV
	Season will be scheduled for fourteen (14) games.

	Article IV - Defensive Position

	Section I
	All defensive players except the pitcher and catcher should play a defensive position close to their respective position. 

	Section II
	Infielders should play no closer than 10 feet inside the baseline.

	Section III
	The outfielders should play at least ten (10) feet outside the baseline.

	Section IV
	A player may not sit on the bench for two consecutive defensive innings.

	Section V
	A maximum of two defensive coaches may be positioned behind outfielders to give verbal instructions.

	Section VI
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	Article V - Catching

	Section I
	Adults, from the team batting, will catch pitched balls. 

	Section II
	Player "catchers" must wear a mask and helmet (leg guards and chest protectors are optional) and remain in the area to the left or right of home plate.

	Section III
	When a defensive play is being made at home, the adult "catcher" will move out of the way so as not to interfere with the defensive play.

	Section IV
	See Diagram B for player "catcher" position.

	Article VI - Five Run Rule

	Section I
	When five (5) runs have been scored or three (3) outs made, the inning is over.

	Article VII - Infield Fly Rule

	Section I
	Infield fly or two (2) strike foul rules do not apply in the 6U and 8U divisions.

	Article VIII - Rosters

	Section I
	Rosters are not required to be exchanged in the 6U and 8U age divisions.

	Article IX - Rosters

	Section I
	There are no playoffs for fall ball.
